Town Council Meeting
October 25, 2010
 
7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Mike Criner, Marla Reed, and Jason Miller.
Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Paul Rider. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter and Town Planner Rick Cisar.
 

Audience Members Signed In: Evalyn Goeringer, Kris Voigt, Carol Fabrick, John Boggs, William Sullivan and Rip Robbins.
Public Participation: Rip Robbins-Request: Installation of Equipment at Pilots’ Lounge: Rip Robbins handed out flyers that outlined the possible installation locations for the equipment and the proposed location of the radio tower. He described what is needed and the research that has been done so far for a suitable transmission site. Rip discussed the installation process and the needed equipment. He also stated that the equipment they need to install would not disturb equipment already installed at the airport lounge or any equipment that may be used in the future by emergency services utilizing the Pilots’ Lounge as a staging area. He also reported on letters of support for the radio station that he has received this last year while trying to build this radio station in eastern Skagit County. He also reported that they are currently on track to spend around $147,000 to install the equipment and tower. Rip stated that he is requesting a lease or agreement for the installation of needed equipment at the Pilots’ Lounge. Jack Mears reviewed what would be needed as to the electrical, and stated that the equipment would not disturb any current equipment and he does not foresee any issues with future equipment. Jack stated that the town could set up the same type of agreement that they had with Millennium, which used to have a lease for their use of the town’s antenna. Rip reported that they are still looking for an adequate building in this area from which to broadcast. He stated that they will broadcast from Mount Vernon at the beginning, but hope to establish a studio in eastern Skagit County from which to broadcast.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the request dependent on an actual lease being developed. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Special Presentations:
Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported on the new fire truck, received from the City of Sedro-Woolley last week. He reported that it is currently parked in the town shop. Mayor Wilson reported that he will send a letter of thanks to the City of Sedro-Woolley. Jason Miller reminded the Sheriff’s deputies who were present that they had requested emphasis patrols during the Ghost Walk events. Deputy Harrison stated that they hadn’t forgotten, they had incidents to report to during the last event.


Discussion ensued regarding what equipment the town will have to purchase to equip the new fire truck.

Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim updated the Council on the completion of the Baker River Road project. He stated that he and the town are working with FEMA on the pay request. He also reported that the project finished on time and under budget. Mayor Wilson asked if the load limit would be able to be lifted. Jim stated that he will check with Geo Engineers and will have to review the original documentation on the initial load limit. Jim stated that he is recommending release of payment to the contractor.

Jim also reported on the two supplement request for task orders associated with the Mill Avenue and East Main Street water line projects. He reported on the need to increase the amounts on each task order. He reviewed the items and the additional requests made by town staff that was outside of the original scope of work. He discussed the ongoing process and the issues with the railroad right-of-way. He also updated on the additional design work and water line locates that had to be completed on the Mill Avenue project. Jim also reported on the emergency design work that had been completed with regard to a water line break at Cupples Alley. He reported on the issues with the current water line on Cupples Alley. Further discussion ensued regarding available funding and seeking funds for the actual construction of these projects.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the supplement requests. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Hearings: 2011 Utility Rates and Fees, Resolution #2010-13: Mayor and Council reviewed the resolution and discussed items that were missing from the updates suggested at the workshop that was held on the rates and fees. It was stated that the utility rates will be going up; $5.00 for sewer and $5.00 for water at the first of the year.

Mayor Wilson opened the public hearing at 7:46 p.m.

No public comment.

Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing at 7:50 p.m.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Resolution #2010-13 with the noted changes. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: Events Application – Kris Voigt, Veterans Day Parade: Kris Voigt reported that she would like to hold this event to honor her husband and those veterans who served their country, especially those who were either not recognized or were mistreated for their service. She reported that she has talked to numerous people who wish to participate. She also reported that she would like the roads blocked off, but will not require any Sani Cans. She stated that she would like to hold the event on November 10 at 1 p.m.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the events application. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Planning Commission Student Application-Drake Jansen: Rick Cisar updated on the student application received from Drake Jansen. He reported that the appointment would be for the remainder of the school year. He referred the Council to the memo and application included in their packets. Jason Miller thanked Drake for stepping up and taking part. Marla Reed asked why he wanted to join. Drake stated that he would like to see more youth activities offered in town. Mayor Wilson stated that this is a big responsibility.

Mayor Wilson appointed Drake Jansen to the student position on the Planning Commission with the consensus of the Council.


New Business: Airport Lease Transfer: Shon Raymond to Jay Welch Lot #44: Andrea Fichter reported that Jay Welch is on the airport lot waiting list and has already paid his deposit in hopes of leasing a lot.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the lease transfer. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried with Jack Mears recused.
Discussion Items: Sockeye Express: Andrea Fichter reported that she has submitted to the insurance company the information that she received from John Boggs regarding the drivers of the Sockeye. She stated that she hopes to receive the information back by the end of this week.
Superior Building/Library Board: Jason Miller stated that he would like to get a quote on what it would cost to remove the debris from the building’s roof. He also reported on a possible inexpensive fix for the skylight leak. He reported that they may be able to use a pond liner with a flexible drainage hose, which would allow the water to gather in the pond liner and then drain to the outside of the building. Discussion ensued on the amount of debris and the condition of the roof. Jack Mears also reported on a possible leak fix for the skylight.

It was the consensus of the Council to get quotes on the roof debris removal.
Skagit County Sheriff Contract 2011-2013: David Day reported on a letter that has been sent to district court detailing the ordinances that will be included in the new contract for enforcement. He also reported on suggestions made by Wayne Dowhaniuk with regard to the firearms ordinance. David Day stated that he will have the contract ready to present to Council by its November 22, 2010 meeting.

Time Capsule Placement and Sealing: Nothing new to report.

Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner/Jack Mears: Jack Mears reported that airport leaseholder Harold Hanson has passed away. He also reported on the topsoil and the planting of grass at the airport.
Parks: Jason Miller: Mayor Wilson reported on the biggest tree in town. He stated that a redwood on the northwest corner of the town park is the largest tree within the town. He also reported that he has asked Jason Miller to do some landscaping and research into preserving this tree.

Imagine Concrete: Jason Miller: Jason Miller reported on the gazebo that is being donated to the Community Garden. He also stated that they will be working on the raised beds and that he will be meeting with Alan Wilkins to discuss installing water lines to the garden. He also gave a brief description of the actual beds and the signs that will be installed on each bed. Jason also reported that he would like to install some dog wire at the bottom of the fence to keep animals out of the garden.

Department Reports:
Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick Cisar reminded Mayor and Council of the tour of the Puget Sound Energy (PSE) adult fish trap scheduled for this Thursday at 5 p.m. He also reported on the work that he is doing with PSE on a Shoreline Exemption. The exemption will allow for the construction of an access road to be used during the construction of the new powerhouse. He also reported that the Planning Commission meeting in November will be held on November 9 at 7 p.m., at which Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering will give an update on the Water Comprehensive Plan. Rick also reported on the work being completed for an application for a mini-lube and oil business.

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea Fichter stated that the State Auditors are still working from their office and she will get an update to the Council as soon as she hears more.
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan Wilkins absent.
