Town Council Meeting
February 14, 2011
 
7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Paul Rider, Jack Mears, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.

Paul Rider made a motion to excuse Mike Criner. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter and Town Planner Rick Cisar.
 

Audience Members Signed In: Jim Hobbs, Evalyn Goeringer, Allen and Carol Fabrick, and Don Payne. 
Public Participation: None
Special Presentations: Public Safety: Mayor Wilson stated that a copy of the 2010 crime analysis had been provided by the Skagit County Sheriff and that each council member should have a copy. Jason Miller questioned when the original contract date with the Sheriff’s Department was. Andrea Fichter will research and get an exact date of the Council meeting that disbanded the Concrete Police Department and finalized the contract with the Skagit County Sheriff. 

Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim stated that the initial investigation on the Burpee Hill Road slide has been completed, along with the survey work. He stated that the mapping is still being finalized. Jim reported that he, Alan Wilkins, Mayor Wilson and J. Gordon (geo-technical engineer) had met at the site on Friday. Jim reported that the failure plains are approximately 15 feet deep. He also reported that there may be some interest from the County to assist the town with the road repair. Jim stated that the next step is to determine the mechanism of the failures to better determine a proper repair solution. He also reported that the State Department of Emergency Management and F.E.M.A. had met at the site today to discuss the possible emergency declaration being made, making federal funding available for this project. Jim stated that if F.EM.A. dollars are used for the repair, the town will be limited only to bringing the road back to its pre-disaster condition, and would not be allowed to incorporate any alterations or improvements. Jim also stated that they will work on getting a temporary fix completed so that at least one lane of traffic may be open. Jim described the way the failure plains cross the road on a diagonal course, and stated that he does not anticipate a catastrophic failure occurring anytime soon. He also stated that load limits would be added while the temporary road is used. Discussion ensued regarding getting numbers on the people and businesses that utilize Burpee Hill on a regular basis, and have been affected by the closure.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Public Hearings: None. 
Old Business: Town of Concrete Veterans Memorial: Paul Rider reported he is still waiting to hear back from Olympia. He stated that a copy of what he submitted was included in the council packets. Paul reviewed a picture of a memorial in Sultan that utilized reused light poles. Discussion ensued regarding size, layout, design, lighting and electricity installation. Jason Miller described a possible idea for the layout near the Town Center sign. 


New Business: Concrete Heritage Museum Association Letter/Sockeye Express Disposal Request, Resolution #2011-02: Andrea Fichter reported that she had developed the surplus Resolution for possible approval depending on the council’s decision as to what should be done with the Sockeye Express. Discussion ensued regarding selling the Sockeye Express back to the Museum. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Resolution #2011-02 and to develop an agreement for selling the Sockeye Express back to the Concrete Heritage Museum for $1.00. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Town Flag Proposal: Paul Rider requested approval from the Council to proceed with quotes and design of a town flag. It was the consensus of the council to allow Paul Rider to seek quotes and develop a design for a town flag. 

Skagit County Treasurer - Notice of Tax Foreclosure Properties: Discussion ensued regarding the possible uses for this property, if any. It was stated that these parcels are located on a steep hill and reside within a critical area. 

Jack Mears made a motion to opt out of purchasing the properties. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Discussion Items: Town Center Street Sweeping: Alan Wilkins stated that he and Rich Philips have been busy finishing the remodel of the fire hall. He reported that he and Rich will develop a schedule and get the signs ordered soon. 
Superior Building: Jason Miller reported that the roof debris removal has been completed and that Alan Wilkins and Rich Philips will cap the access hole and plug voids around pipes on the roof to prevent further water running inside the building. Jason also reported that he and Eric Archuletta are going to meet with Larry Johnson to discuss his future role with the Superior building. Jason also stated that they may be able to use the help of David Soule as well. 
Dennis Harkless: David Day reported that a letter has been sent to Mr. Harkless’ attorney stating the amount owed to bring his lease current, and he has not received a response. He will move forward with court action. 

Time Capsule Placement and Sealing: Mayor Wilson reported that he still needs to meet with Mike Petracelli to discuss this item. 

Council Reports: Airport: Mike Criner/Jack Mears: Jack Mears stated that the Veterans Stand-down was a great success and the volunteers had done an outstanding job. He stated they did an excellent job cleaning the Airport Lounge after the event. Jack also reported that he would like to get some quotes for blacktop at the main entrance prior to the installation of a rolling gate. 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason Miller reported that the Parks Committee had met this evening. He stated that Rick Cisar had taken a branch and pinecone sample from the tree at the Town Park and determined that the tree is a Giant Sequoia. Jason stated that he needs to do a little more research to determine the proper care for this tree. 

Visioning: Jason Miller: Jason Miller reported that he put up flyers today notifying the community that the beds at the Community Garden will begin to be installed this weekend. He also reported that 3DH Aggregates is going to donate the topsoil. Discussion ensued on the use of the gazebo roof that is to be given as a donation. Jason reported that he is also working on getting cost estimates for the construction of a small storage shed. He also stated that Imagine Concrete is in the process of getting their 501(c)(3) status. 
Department Reports: Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick Cisar stated that January’s Planning Commission meeting minutes were included in their packets. He also stated that at the February 1, 2011, Planning Commission meeting, there was an update on the Shorelines Master Program Update given by Graham and Bunting. He also reported on the Envision Skagit meeting that he attended on February 8; he will try to get a copy of any minutes or notes that were taken at that meeting. He also reminded council of the presentation, “Honey I Shrunk the Lots,” which will take place February 9 at the Lincoln Theatre. Rick also stated that the first meeting of the Historical Landmark Commission will take place February 22 at 6 p.m. 
Alan Wilkins gave a brief update on a request made by Puget Sound Energy for the temporary installation of a construction trailer, which will need to be connected to water and sewer. Rick stated that this is allowable under the issuance of a Temporary Use Permit. 

Paul Rider made a motion to approve a Temporary Use Permit for Puget Sound Energy for the installation of a construction trailer and connection to utilities as reviewed and approved by town staff. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Rick gave brief updates on other permits and items connected with Puget Sound Energy’s construction project.  

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea Fichter stated that the January 2011 Treasurer’s report was included in their packets. She also reported that she is currently working on the annual report and will have it ready for review soon. 

Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan Wilkins stated that he had spoked to Intalight regarding the installation of street lights on Cedar Street and Cedar Park. He also described the type of lights that will be installed neared Loggers Landing. He also reported that he and Rich have finished installing the heater at the Fire Hall and just need to call for an electrical inspection. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported that he needs to schedule a meeting with Sharon Dillon to discuss the County’s possible assistance with the repair of Burpee Hill Road. He stated that the meeting would probably be held at Reichhardt and Ebe’s office and he, Alan Wilkins, Jim Hobbs, J. Gordon and Sharon would be in attendance. He also reported that he will be out of town February 16 to February 22, but should be reachable by cell phone. 

Announcements: Jason Miller announced that the next Imagine Concrete meeting will be March 9, 6 p.m. at the Pilots Lounge. He also announced that another Visioning Workshop will take place either April 16 or April 23. He also reported that the letter to Soroptimist International of Sedro-Woolly had been submitted for the construction of a public restroom at Silo Park. He also reminded everyone of the Combat Flag presentation that will take place at the school on February 17th at 1 p.m., and that the flag will be on display at Town Hall during the week of May 16.
