Public Participation: None. 
Special Presentations: Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported he had called 911 on three separate occasions recently, with great response time from the Sheriff’s deputies. Mayor Wilson also reported on a call from a citizen regarding drug activity at certain houses in town. Mayor Wilson stated he called and spoke with the deputies regarding this citizen’s concern, and they will be working together to hopefully get the issues resolved. Paul Rider stated there was a good response on the fire that occurred over the weekend. Deputy Harrison stated that Deputy Holmes was working in the East Detachment office at the time and was able to respond quickly as well. 

Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering – Mayor Wilson reported that Jim Hobbs is no longer working for Reichhardt & Ebe. He stated that Cody Hart will be talking over as lead for now. He also stated that Jim will be on call for a month during the transition.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

New Business: Events Applications – Chamber of Commerce, Fall Color Festival and Ghost Walk: Andrea reported that Val had sent an e-mail stating the events will be held the same as last year. It was suggested to make sure the Sheriff’s office is aware of the Ghost Walk events so deputies can do emphasis patrols during the events. Andrea will contact Sergeant Adams to request this. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the events applications. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

ADD ON: Events Application: Robin Bass, Student Washington, D.C. Trip – Andrea Fichter stated she wanted to bring this to the council mainly because they would like to hold this on town property, but it states in the events application packet that youth organizations or events are not required to get an events application. She also stated the group is not requesting any items from the town. It was the consensus of the council that this organization does not need an events application, but a letter from the town supporting this event should be sent. 

Discussion Items: Tourism/Economic Development: It was stated to remove this item from future agendas. 
Superior Building: Mayor Wilson discussed different possible grants and e-mails that he forwarded to Jason Miller, which discussed different grant opportunities. 

Town Council Vacancy:  Andrea Fichter reported the deadline for submittal of applications was September 20. She stated she had not received any applications. She also stated that Robert DiLeo had submitted an application after the deadline, because Mr. DiLeo stated that his letter of invitation was delivered two weeks late. She also stated she will re-advertise and bring any applications, including Mr. DiLeo’s, to the council at its October 24 meeting. She stated that she will advertise in Skagit Valley Herald and Concrete Herald.  

Council Reports: Airport: Jack Mears: Jack Mears requested David’s attendance at a meeting this Friday at 4:30 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge with the Fly-in Committee to discuss next year’s event. Jack also requested permission for the Cascade Days Committee to possibly use the Pilots’ Lounge for meetings if the American Legion closes down. Andrea Fichter reported to Jack she will forward to him the application for an insurance quote for the Fly-in Committee for him to forward to the Committee. Jack also reported on the continued construction of the two new hangars. 

Parks: Jason Miller: Jason Miller reported in October he will work with Public Works to get the bushes from the home that will be demolished transplanted to Garden Club Park. He also reported on the Cascade Days Committee wanting to use the Town Center Sign as part of next year’s event theme. He reported he would like to get the fence and sign stained prior to the photo being taken for this. Jason also discussed trees in the Garden Club Park that need to be removed. He stated he will spray paint or mark the trees that need to be removed or trimmed. He also reported on the damaged bench at Silo Park and discussed different ideas for a new one. Jack Mears also suggested looking into getting a new picnic table for underneath the gazebo located south of the playground area. Discussion was also held regarding the need to stabilize the gazebo. Alan Wilkins stated cross braces need to be installed. Alan Wilkins also reported on the installation of the flag pole at Veterans Memorial Park. 

Imagine Concrete: Jason Miller: Jason Miller reported that lots of fence staining was completed over the weekend. He also reported he has an offer from a local resident to help him get it finished. Jason reported on the end of the gardening season and the need to get some of the beds cleaned out. He also reported on the unattended First Bloom bed and being unable to contact Manda Davis regarding this issue. Jason also reported the next meeting will be October 12, 6 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge.  
Department Reports: Planning Commission: Jeroldine Hallberg: Jeroldine reported the bulk of her time has been spent on the grant contract for the Superior Building. She reported on the building tour that will take place for potential bidders. She will be mailing out bid notices and will discuss the contractor selection process further during the Historic Preservation and Planning Commission meeting on October 4. She also gave a brief update on the meeting that she, Rick Cisar and Alan Wilkins had with Keith Heberly to discuss the Pine Valley project to discuss moving forward with a different plan than originally submitted.  

Historical Preservation: Jeroldine Hallberg: Nothing further to report. 

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea Fichter reported the audit is complete and an exit conference will be scheduled soon. She also reminded council the next council meeting will be held Tuesday, October 11, due to Town Hall being closed on Monday for Columbus Day.   

Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported on the quote he received for the repair of the fence at Silo Park. Andrea Fichter stated this should be covered by the town’s insurance. Alan reported they will be putting gravel around the base of the flag pole. He also reported on the purchase of a tar pot for fixing cracks in the runway at the airport. He reported on a call he received from Enviroquip. He stated that he reported to them the problems and issues they are still having with the wastewater treatment plant. He reported they may make a site visit to assist in repairing problems and issues. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported that Rick had made it to Wyoming.
