Town Council Meeting
March 26, 2012

7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Dave Pfeiffer, Michael Bartel, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.

Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter, and Town Planner Jeroldine Hallberg. 

 

Audience Members Signed In: Chad Clark, Don Payne, John Boggs, Rick and Cam Archuletta, Allen and Carol Fabrick and Evalyn Goeringer.
Public Participation: None. 
Special Presentations: Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported a juvenile has been seen riding his dirt bike on town streets in recent weeks. He reported that 911 had been called and the juvenile was spoken to. It was stated the dirt bike is red and has also been seen riding around the airport and school. Sergeant Clark stated regardless if the juvenile has a driver’s license, if the bike is not street legal, it cannot be driven on the roadway. 

Mayor Wilson also reported he will be meeting with Michelle Missoula, a grant writer, tomorrow to discuss funding for the Public Safety Building. 

Jason Miller reported on an email received from John Boggs that detailed incidents that have occurred in downtown. He reported the owner of the Washington Café and Bakery had witnessed someone urinating in front of their place of business, which he believes was reported. Jason also reported on other incidents, such as more public urination and sexual conduct within the public view. Jason questioned if the emphasis patrols that were being conducted by the Sheriff’s had declined. 

Sergeant Clark stated that calls have actually declined considerably, but the emphasis patrols are still in effect. He reported on a smoking ticket that had been issued recently. He also explained the deputies’ schedule and how many deputies are on at certain times. He also stated that for them to be able to respond to those types of incidents, they need to be reported. 

It was stated the Model building is being used for some of the incidents reported above. Audience member John Boggs stated the boards on the windows are not secured and people are able to get access to the inside of the building. Andrea will write a letter to the building owner so they are aware of the loose boards.  

Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering – Cody Hart: Cody reported on the Main Street consultant agreement for the TIB project and on the amendment of Task Order Q for the 2012 on-call services. 

He also reported on the winter protective measures for Burpee Hill Road, which are currently out for bid on the small works roster. Cody also reported the CZMA (Coastal Zone Management Act) approval had been received from Department of Ecology for the full repair of Burpee Hill Road and he is hopeful that the project will go to construction this summer.


Cody also reported on the East Main Street waterline project that is also currently out for bid. He reported there will be a pre-bid meeting tomorrow at 2 p.m. with the bid opening occurring in early April and bid award at the April 9, 2012 council meeting. 

He also reported that he had met with town staff and Barb Hawkings from the School District to discuss different projects that have been presented to SCOG that will have an impact on the school, as well as the town. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve both the consultant agreement and the amendment to Task Order Q. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Hearings: None.
Old Business: Downtown Revitalization Consultant: Mayor Wilson reported the original motion was to allow six (6) months for Community Stew to secure funding and then to revisit this issue. Mayor Wilson stated Rick is here tonight to answer any questions from council. 

Rick Archuletta stated that funding has not been secured at this time. 

Jason Miller stated that he, Archuletta, is basically working pro-bono. 

Cam Archuletta questioned the contract and asked if the wording in the contract would put any liability on the town. 

Andrea Fichter stated the agreement that has been signed between the town and Community Stew is for mileage reimbursement only. 

David Day stated there are a lot of different kinds of contacts that can be put in place. He stated they do not necessarily have to have a cost associated with them. 

Rick and Cam both stated their confusion as to the contract they had presented originally, and the one currently in effect.

Mayor Wilson and Andrea Fichter both stated the contract they had developed and presented had not been approved or signed, and the only agreement currently in effect is the one for mileage. 

Rick reported on the last meeting of the Downtown Revitalization Committee. He stated they discussed writing a vision statement and examples were distributed to the committee from different towns and cities. He also reported on discussions at the meetings regarding the boundaries of what is being considered “Main Street.” Rick also reported they have started a smaller side committee to assist with painting some of the buildings on Main Street. He reported they are currently working with property and business owners on getting their buildings pressure-washed and painted. 

Alan Wilkins stated they will need to make sure the storm drains are filtered when pressure washing to ensure the water going into the drains is filtered. 

Rick reported they are looking into funding for the actual paint, but have spoken with Cascade Supply regarding supplies. He reported the next meeting will take place at the Washington Café and Bakery at 6 p.m. on April 19, where they will discuss how to promote Concrete and its Main Street.

It was the consensus of the council to allow Community Stew an additional six (6) months to secure funding.

Jason Miller suggested asking the property and business owners to help pay for the supplies, since the labor will be donated. 

Audience member John Boggs stated they are hoping to start with one building and when the adjacent property and business owners see what’s being done, they may also want their building done. 

Further discussion on the painting and once it gets started, hopefully everybody else will follow suit. 

North Cascades Vintage Aero Museum – Airport Lot Assignments: David Day stated the updated language per council instruction has been included in this new assignment, stating the new leaseholder will adhere to the conditions that are in the current lease, specifically the five (5) year build rule. 

Jack Mears stated that he does not agree that a new leaseholder should have to assume an older lease and have to adhere to a shortened hangar build clause. He stated he believes they should get a new five (5) year term to build their hangar. 

David explained the assumptions of the lease and it was his understanding the council wanted to ensure the five (5) year build rule was followed and not bypassed by trading or selling leases. 

Jack Mears made a motion to give any new leaseholder a new lease with the five (5) years to build. Jason Miller stated he would second the motion so it could go to a vote. The motion did not carry, with Marla Reed, Dave Pfeiffer, Jason Miller, and Michael Bartel opposed. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the new document and the assumptions of the leases for North Cascades Vintage Aero Museum. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried with Jack Mears opposed. 


New Business: Aero Skagit Emergency Services – Use of Pilots’ Lounge Request: Mayor Wilson stated there is a letter from Aero Skagit included in their packets requesting the use of the Pilots’ Lounge for their monthly meetings. Discussion ensued on nonprofits using the lounge at no charge. It was stated their meetings do not coincide with any other meetings that take place at the lounge.  

Jason Miller made a motion to allow Aero Skagit to use the Pilots’ Lounge at no charge for their monthly meetings. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Bank Returned Checks (NSF) Policy – Resolution #2012-06: Andrea stated the town has a procedure in place for processing returned checks, but this would formalize this process. Question on the fee not being stated in the policy. Andrea stated the fee is stated in the annual fee schedule that is passed each year. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Resolution #2012-06. Dave Pfeiffer seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Discussion Items: Clifton Gravel Piles: David apologized and admitted that he had forgotten about this item. He stated he spoke with Jeroldine regarding land use regulations and zoning. He stated he will draft a letter and will have it ready at the next meeting. 

Jason Miller questioned if the town’s stockpile is within the proper zone. This will be researched further. 

PSE Payment Request: Andrea reported to the council that she had not received a response from PSE with regard to the letter sent to them requesting a lump sum payment instead of the smaller annual payments. She requested direction from the council whether she should send a follow-up letter or if we should just wait a little longer for a response. 

It was the consensus of the council to give PSE longer to respond. 

Concrete Fly-In: Jack Mears stated he has nothing new to report on this item. He stated he has tried to get ahold of them without any success. He also stated he spoke with the lawyer for the museum and that she had agreed with the language in the contract and was going to talk to Jim Ladd, who is the president of the museum board. 

Discussion ensued regarding the actions of Jim Jenkins at the last council meeting and him being asked to leave the meeting. 

Jack Mears discussed the fly-in and its importance to the town. He further discussed the insurance issues. Jack stated at this point he is unsure if the fly-in will take place. 

Mayor Wilson will call Jim Ladd later this week to discuss the event further. 
Council Reports: Airport: Jack Mears and Dave Pfeiffer: Dave Pfeiffer stated the elk are gone. 

Parks: Jason Miller: Mayor Wilson stated repairs need to be completed on some of the grass at the Garden Club Park, which was damaged when he and Public Works were falling trees. 
Imagine Concrete: Jason Miller: Jason reported the next meeting will be held on April 11, 2012, at 6 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge. 

Department Reports: Planning Commission/ Historical Preservation: Jeroldine Hallberg: It was stated that Jeroldine is on vacation. 

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Nothing further to report. 

Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported on the drive assembly on the UV lights that he is working on with the insurance to replace, and the need for the motor which cannot be purchased separately. 

He also reported on the process for the cleaning of the Thompson Bridge. He stated the town would be required to put a tarp underneath the entire length of the bridge to collect all water, and then the water has to be drained onto the ground away from the river. He stated the town does not have the proper equipment to complete this task to these specifications. Alan stated that he is calling around looking for companies that do this. 

Michael Bartel stated he may want to call WSDOT to see if they may be able to complete this for the town. 

Alan stated he had called and left a message with the DOT office in Mt. Vernon and was waiting to hear back from them. 

Jack Mears reported on a phone call from Barbara Hoover regarding a letter she received from the town. He stated Barb had told him her husband Jack Hoover had worked as the Public Works Director for the town for many years and did a lot of monitoring of lines and lift stations after hours and on weekends, especially during high water, which the town could not afford to pay him for. Jack reported that when Jack Hoover built his shop, he put in a toilet. Jack further stated when Public Works were completing routine maintenance and inspection, they discovered a second sewer connection on this property, which is not on any town maps and is not being charged a fee, and Barb Hoover was sent a letter stating she would be charged an additional monthly fee for this second connection. 

Alan explained that she could either pay for the second connection or she could have the sewer line plugged. Alan stated that if she had called him, he would have explained these options to her. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported he will begin his CDL class on April 16. He also reported on a meeting with Michelle Missoula, the grant writer for the Public Safety Building, will take place tomorrow at 11 a.m. He also reported the pre-bid meeting will take place tomorrow at 2 p.m. for the East Main Street water line project. Mayor Wilson also reported AWC insurance representative will also be tomorrow for their annual inspection.
