Town Council Meeting
December 10, 2012

7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Dave Pfeiffer, Mike Bartel, Marla Reed and Jason Miller. 

Staff Present: Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter and Town Planner Jeroldine Hallberg. 

 

Audience Members Signed In: John Boggs, Carol Fabrick, and Evalyn Goeringer. 

Public Participation: Marlin L. Aaenson – Sewer Reduction, New Model Building Owner: Absent. David Day updated on the discussion he had with Mr. Aaenson regarding the judgment on Richard Johnson and the Model Building property. Andrea updated the council on the arrangement the council had decided on at the last meeting for Cheri Aiken. She stated this arrangement was voided because the property was sold to different owners instead of Cheri Aiken. Andrea reported that Mr. Aaenson has some other things that needed to be sorted out regarding this property and once that is done he will come back to council to make a request on the reduction in the sewer bill. 

Special Presentations: Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported he had handed out the incident reports for November and December. Sergeant Kading reported he should be here full-time starting at the beginning of the year. 


Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering – Cody Hart: Absent. Mayor Wilson reported that Cody had a personal matter to attend to and was not able to attend tonight’s meeting. Mayor Wilson directed the council to the Task Order in their packets for Reichhardt and Ebe. Andrea reported this is for on-call services for 2013. She stated that items such as grant applications, land use review, or other such items are what would fall under this task order. She stated that actual large projects will each have their own task order associated with that particular project. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Task Order 2013-1. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

ADD ON - Mayor Wilson reported on Pay Request #3 for the Main Street project as well as Change Order #1 for this project. Andrea reported there is no cost associated with the change order, only a change in contract days. Andrea also requested permission to pay the contractor once funds are received from TIB. 

Jason Miller made a motion to pay the contractor upon receiving TIB funds. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Change Order #1 for the Main Street project. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Mike Bartel seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Hearings: None. 
Old Business: Ordinance #705-Amend CMC 12.20: Andrea reported that all the recommended changes from the last meeting have been incorporated into the new code section. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Ordinance #705. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
New Business: Ordinance #706 – 2012 Town Planner Salary Amendment: Andrea updated on the need for the amendment. She stated the 2012 salary ordinance did not address having Rick and Jeroldine’s salaries figured into it. She stated the overage is a very minimal amount. She also reported that Rick and Jeroldine’s salaries will be split and tracked separately for the 2013 budget. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Ordinance #706. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
NEW BUSINESS ADD ON: 
· Andrea reported on the events application received from the Chamber for the Skagit Eagle Festival in January. She stated the application has not yet been paid for, but would like to get an approval from council for once payment is received. 


Jason Miller made a motion to approve the application upon payment being received. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Discussion Items: 45501 Main Street – Herrera Property: Mayor Wilson reported the town now owns the property. He reported the asbestos survey has been completed and there is some asbestos that will need to be abated. Andrea reported that she had contacted the company that the town used for asbestos abatement in the June Alley houses. Mayor Wilson requested permission from council to pay for the asbestos abatement and hire the contractor for demolition, as long as the total cost is less than $5,000.00 and with an approved contract reviewed by the town attorney. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve paying for the asbestos abatement and to hire the contractor for demolition as long as the total demolition cost is less than $5,000.00 and with an approved contract reviewed by the town attorney. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Council Reports: Airport: Jack Mears or Dave Pfeiffer: Jack Mears reported it sounds like the museum will be running the fly-in again next year. He also reported that he had received a phone call from Barb Hawkings wanting to know what date they would be holding the fly-in, because they will be hosting a large military celebration at the high school that will include Doug Vose III on the fourth weekend in July. 

Jack reported he does not believe the museum will be moving to Arlington, at least not in the next year. He also stated that if the museum does not run the fly-in, he and Larry Mitchell would, but either way they will make sure that the event insurance is set prior to the event. 

Jack stated the Christmas party was a success—good food and good company. 

Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported he and Jeroldine had met this evening. He stated the discussion mostly centered on the survey that was completed during the Youth Activity Day. Jason reviewed the numbers. Jeroldine stated that 9 adults and 63 children had completed surveys. It was stated that most of the focus was on public restrooms, drinking water and more trees. 
Imagine Concrete: Jason Miller: Jason reported the next meeting will be December 12, at 6 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge. He also reported they are working hard to get the paperwork in to the IRS for Imagine Concrete Foundation’s 501(c)3 status. He stated he believes they are only days away from getting this turned in. Jason also reported on a meeting he and Rick Archuletta had with Clark McAbee, director for the Skagit County Historical Museum in La Conner, regarding historical preservation. Jason stated it was a really good meeting and that he was able to provide some great information on grants. 

Department Reports: Planning Commission/ Historical Preservation: Jeroldine Hallberg: 
Jeroldine reported this Friday she and Alan are scheduled to meet with Wendy Cole to discuss and review some of the flooding issues regarding Lorenzen Creek. Jeroldine stated that Wendy Cole is also bringing somebody from the county with her who may possibly have some funding opportunities or ideas. 


Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea Fichter reported she is currently working on year-end closeout items and getting ready for the new year. 

Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Absent, on vacation. David Day reported he is still talking with Alan and Mayor Wilson regarding the decommissioning of the lagoon and getting a letter to the Department of Ecology. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson stated the town had a good year this year, with no layoffs or reduction in staff hours. He stated he believes the economy is on its way back up. He also reported the Christmas party had gone well and had good food.
