Town of Concrete
Town Council Meeting
July 8, 2013

7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Dave Pfeiffer, Mike Bartel, Marla Reed and Jason Miller. 

Staff Present: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter. 
 

Audience Members Signed In: Carol Fabrick, Bruce Newburn and Judy Fales. 

Public Participation: Don Payne – Concrete Plaza: Don Payne distributed packets to the mayor and council with information regarding the possible construction of a plaza near his building on Main Street. He reviewed pictures of the building as it is now. He stated when the building is finished; there will be paintings of the town history on the side of the building with pictures of the bucket lines and the dam. He stated there will also be painted scrolls on the building with other historical information, such as all the past mayors of the town. Don reported he is currently working with the museum on how the town was founded, the ore that was discovered, how the towns combined in 1909 to become the Town of Concrete, as well as other historical details. He also reviewed pictures of the “bowls” that were used in the past by the cement companies and how they were made into a fountain that he would like to place near the plaza. He discussed the dimensions of the plaza and where items such as benches and flowers could be placed. He reviewed the sketch with the council that details the proposed layout. 


Don stated the school district currently owns the property and he would like to see if the town would lease the property from the school and allow him to construct the plaza on this property. He stated the plaza would then be effectively owned by the town. He also stated he believes this would be beneficial to the town and business owners on Main Street. He stated he has witnessed people walking up and down the streets and then leave. He believes the plaza would give them a place to have their lunch or just sit and read the town history, thereby keeping people in town and on Main Street longer. 

School District Superintendent Barbara Hawkings stated this item was brought to the school board who are for the idea of the town leasing the property from the school district. 

Alan Wilkins stated they will have to determine if there are any street right-of-way issues in this area prior to beginning construction. 

Jason Miller stated he thinks it is a great idea and would be a great addition to the town center. 

Marla Reed stated that she also believes it is a good idea, but what we are talking about would be a permanent structure on leased property. Barbara Hawkings stated the lease could be written long term. She stated the school has no interest in using this property. Marla stated she would be okay with the long-term lease and agreed with Don about the people walking up and down the streets looking for a place to sit and then leaving. 

Mike Bartel also stated he believes it is a good idea. 

Dave Pfeiffer stated he likes the idea, but was wondering if Don might be able to spray paint out the dimensions of the plaza so the council could get a better perspective on the layout.

Mayor Wilson stated the town will have to look into the liability issues of having someone else building on property leased by the town. He stated the town will most likely need to have an employee doing inspections and overseeing the construction. Mayor Wilson stated he is in favor of this project, but wants to make sure the town is held harmless. 

Don also stated he was hoping the town would be able to donate some of the cedar that will be needed for the construction of the plaza. 

Andrea Fichter questioned who will be paying for the permit fees. She stated if the town will actually own the structure, then she believed the town would be able to pay for the permits. 

Marla Reed also questioned if using this area that is currently used for parking will cause any parking-related issues, due to the loss of parking spaces after construction is completed. Discussion ensued regarding possible parking issues. 

Don Payne stated he hopes in time the town will have an actual parking issue, because this will mean there are more people on Main Street and that parking issues could be dealt with if they come up in the future, but does not believe this will be an immediate issue. He stated we need to get Main Street sustainable and he believes this is another step in that direction. He also stated that a lot of headway has been made on Main Street in the last 10-12 years. 

It was the consensus of the council to proceed with drafting a lease for this property and include the project in the lease language. 
Special Presentations: Public Safety: Sergeant Kading reported the monthly call volume for June had gone down a little from May. He stated the 3rd and 4th of July were pretty quiet after they got one resident to stop shooting bottle rockets from his apartment window. He also reported on the new sign for the East Detachment office that was framed and installed by Ed Rogge. 


Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering – Cody Hart: Cody reported the Department of Ecology grant application ran into some administrative issues and he is hoping these will be resolved and the town can resubmit the grant in the next month or so. He also reported the Public Works Trust Fund monies will not be available this year due to state budget cuts. He stated he is hopeful the money will be available next year. Cody also discussed an option for an aviation grant for emergency repairs to the airport runway. He also reported they are moving forward with the TIB grants the town received for two different projects in town. He also reported they will be looking at other projects throughout town to submit for the next funding cycle with TIB. Cody also reported on a possible grant from U.S.D.A. to decommission the lagoon. He stated the grant would only decommission the lagoon and would be a 25% match or loan by the town. He stated this is an alternative if the D.O.E. grant is not awarded to the town.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Hearings: 6 Yr. Transportation Improvement Program, Resolution #2013-05: Mayor Wilson stated this program is adopted each year. Andrea Fichter reported she worked with Cody and Alan on updates to the cost and some of the priority numbers for each project. 

With no comment from the council, Mayor Wilson opened the public hearing up for public comment at 7:33 p.m. 

With no comments from the public, Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing at 7:33 p.m.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Resolution #2013-05. Dave Pfeiffer seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Old Business: Resolution #2013-03 – PSE CUP and Height Variance: Andrea Fichter reported this is the official resolution approving the permit applications for Puget Sound Energy as approved after the public hearing at the last meeting. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Resolution #2013-03. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Resolution #2013-06 – Surplus Items: Andrea reported on the research she did to determine the appropriate values and minimum bids. She stated that Alan reviewed the numbers as well. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Resolution #2013-06. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Waste Management Agreement – Draft: Andrea reported she included in their packets a copy of the old agreement, as well as the draft of the new agreement. She stated there is an option of possibly adding recycling to the contract. She stated she sent out a survey to current garbage customers within town to see if this is something they would like to see offered. She stated to add the recycling would increase the fees. She stated if the town chooses to go with recycling, it would be something that would be figured into the current rates and if a customer gets garbage service, they would also get recycling and everyone would pay the increased fee. She stated the surveys she has gotten back so far have all been a no to adding the recycling. She stated if the recycling language needed to be removed from the contract, it could be. She also reported she just wanted to get this in front of them so they can begin to review. She also stated that David Day will need to review prior to approval. 
New Business: Airport Leases Not Paid - #7 Dennis Harkless and #41 Peter King: Andrea reported that Dennis Harkless has not paid his lease and it was brought to her attention that he is also behind in his property taxes. She stated she will refer this item to David Day due to the hangar on the property. She also reported that Peter King on lot #41 has also not paid his lease, which has now been terminated and offered to the first person on the waiting list. 
Discussion Items: 45501 Main Street- Herrera Property: Nothing new to report. 
Superior Building: Nothing new to report. 

Model Building Lien: Andrea Fichter reported at the June 10 council meeting the council had instructed her to speak with Jack McCormick regarding the amount of work that has been done on The Model building and if he felt it was substantial enough to move forward with releasing the lien on the property. She reported she spoke with Jack, who stated that yes, borderline substantial improvements had been made, but he could not give an actual percentage of work that has been completed because he does not have a full permit package detailing what the future plans for the building are. Andrea stated that she told Jack she would present this information to the council and they could make the decision. She stated she forgot to discuss this with council at the June 24 meeting. 

Jason Miller stated that he would like to be able to determine a more firm percentage of work that has been completed. 

Dave Pfeiffer stated that Jack McCormick almost had to red tag the building before Mr. Aaenson submitted an application for a building permit last time. He stated he would like to see an actual plan and a full building permit application package submitted and issued before releasing this lien. 

It was stated that Mr. Aaenson has done a lot of work so far and the building looks 100% better, but without an actual plan there is no way to determine how much work has been done or how much more there is to do. It was further stated that Mr. Aaenson needs to ensure he is following the correct steps. It was also stated the Town Council fully supports his efforts, but would like to see an actual plan and application package before releasing the lien on this property. 

Council Reports: Airport: Jack Mears or Dave Pfeiffer: Jack Mears reported the public works guys have been working on the runway. He stated the sections they have repaired look good, but there are some large areas that need to be professionally repaired. He stated emergency repairs need to be completed prior to the fly-in. 

He also reported that Wiley and June Moore painted the segmented circle over the weekend. He stated the Arlington fly-in will occur this weekend and our fly-in the following weekend. He stated they had a meeting at the airport today regarding the fueling station. He stated they discussed the estimated layout, power, and telephone lines. He stated the fueling station is going to cost the museum an estimated $56,000 so far. He also reported there is work going on at the school, so there will not be a breakfast before the fly-in this year. He stated there will be biscuits and gravy available at the Pilots’ Lounge and a baked potato feed at the Concrete Center on Saturday. Jack also reported that Puget Sound Energy will be paying for busses that will run between the fly-in, the street fair, and tours to PSE facilities. 

Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported the committee met tonight and discussed nonpotable water signs for the hydrants at Silo Park and the inquiries he has made with Job Corps on getting three concrete picnic tables made for the Garden Club Park. 
Imagine Concrete: Jason Miller: Jason reported the next regular meeting will be July 10, 2013, 6 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge. Jason also reported he spoke with Darla O’Connor regarding the U.S.D.A. grant that can be resubmitted for the community garden. He stated there is a different formula they are now using to determine the match requirements. He reported he believes the grant application has to be in by July 15. Andrea Fichter stated she is leaving for vacation on the 10th and will not be back till the 25th, so she will try to connect with Darla tomorrow and get the financials done. Jason stated this grant would be great for funding different items at the community garden. 

Jason also reported on some of the summer camp kids who came for a tour of the Community Garden last week and will be at the garden tomorrow to learn about planting. He stated this is a great educational opportunity for them. He stated this year all but one of the Children’s garden beds are rented out, which is a good response. 
Department Reports: Planning Commission/ Historical Preservation: No report. 

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea reported on the responses she got back on the software used by other cities and towns. She stated that BIAS and Vision MS seemed to be the two most popular. She stated she will advertise and see if we get some more competitive quotes. She also stated that most companies will come onsite and do a presentation of their software. 

She also stated she distributed the 2013 2nd quarter revenue and expenditure reports. She stated that things look to be on track at this point. She stated she did not see any numbers that gave her concern at this point in the budget year. 
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported they were working today on replacing a lift pump and they also have another mixer that is going out. He stated he is contacting other plants to see what equipment they use.

He stated they are going to try and get the crack sealing at the airport completed this Thursday but the remainder of the larger areas are more extensively damaged. 

Mayor Wilson stated Alan should contact an infrared survey company to do an inspection on the plant. He stated the company that Janicki uses issues a printout of everything with details on what is going or is bad. Mayor Wilson also instructed Alan to call Pacific Rim Paving regarding their schedule and see if they would be able to complete the repairs at the airport prior to the fly-in. 

Discussion ensued regarding the extensive damages to the airport runway and the need to get these repaired as soon as possible. Discussion ensued regarding possible WSDOT Aviation grants or funds that may be available for emergency repairs. 

It was the consensus of the council for Andrea to develop an emergency resolution and the mayor to sign declaring an emergency at the airport for runway repairs and expenses. 

Jason Miller questioned if the town is on track for completing street sweeping. Alan reported the signs still need to be installed and then the schedule would be every other Friday. 

Alan also reported the brush cutter was vandalized. He reported the fuel line was sliced and the diesel siphoned. Andrea stated that she would need pictures of the damage and estimated costs of repair to submit to the insurance company. 
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported the George Nick memorial will start to go up this weekend. He reported that he and Cody Nick will be working it. He also reported that this Friday will be the first community movie night this summer. 
Announcements: None. 

Executive Session: None. 

 
Adjournment: Jason Miller made a motion for adjournment at 8:18 p.m. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
