Town Council Meeting
July 22, 2013

7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Mike Bartel and Marla Reed 

Mike Bartel made a motion to excuse Dave Pfeiffer and Jason Miller, who are on vacation. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Special Presentations: Public Safety: Sergeant Kading reported that the fly-in went well, with no calls.


Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering – Cody Hart: Cody reported that the Town received the WSDOT aviation grant for emergency repairs to the airport runway and the work was completed on July 17, 2013. The Town will have a 5% match on this grant. He also reported that we received the CCTV grant to finish the camera project. We will start this in the rainy season; there is no match on this project. He also reported that the chip seal project for Superior Ave. has been delayed by approximately 2 weeks. The county was lacking some paperwork that needed to be turned in prior to the work starting. He also reported they will be looking at other projects throughout town to submit for the next funding cycle with TIB. He also reported that the overlay project on East Main, North Everett, and Dillard will begin in August.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Marla Read seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Hearings: Moratorium on Medical Cannabis, Ordinance # 711: Mayor Wilson explained that the ordinance would continue the moratorium already in effect.

With no comment from the council, Mayor Wilson opened the public hearing up for public comment at 7:06 p.m. 

Don Payne stated to keep the moratorium as long as possible. With no further comments from the public, Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing at 7:06 p.m.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve Ordinance #711. Marla Read seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Old Business: Airport Leases Not Paid - #7 Dennis Harkless: David Day suggested that the town send a 3-day notice to pay and if it is not paid, start the forfeiture process. He also stated that the taxes were 3 years delinquent and that if we did not foreclose, the county would. Jack Mears stated that the hangar is very full and that he does not want to see Dennis lose his hangar. Sergeant Kading stated that it could take years to foreclose. Jack Mears suggested that we charge Dennis month to month and give him 90 days to pay the balance. David Day suggested that he contact Dennis’ attorney and have him send a letter to Dennis. He also stated that we could lock up the hangar until the lease is paid, but does not recommend doing this. Mayor Wilson asked who would pay the taxes if the lot was foreclosed. David Day stated that the town would. Mayor Wilson stated that he had seen Dennis up at the airport last week, cleaning some stuff out of the hangar. Marla Reed felt that we should send a letter with a short date for him to come in and explain to the council why he hasn’t paid so that the council can make a decision. David Day will send that letter.

New Business:. Sewer Liens to be foreclosed within 6 months: Corrina Koenig explained that there were 2 sewer liens that were within 6 months of our foreclosure deadline. One may be in probate and the other was foreclosed back to the bank. Discussion ensued on how to handle these liens. It was decided that David Day will look into a possible probate on the Mace property and Corrina Koenig will write a letter to JPMorgan Chase on the Sessler property, informing them of the pending foreclosure.
Discussion Items: 45501 Main Street- Herrera Property: Nothing new to report. 
Superior Building: Nothing new to report. 

Council Reports: Airport: Jack Mears or Dave Pfeiffer: Jack Mears reported that the Fly In went very well, with more than 100 airplanes in attendance. He also reported that the museum will probably not be handling the event in the future due to high insurance costs. Jack Mears Mears and Larry Mitchell have volunteered to cover the event if the museum does not. Jack Mears stated that he felt (3) events in one weekend was too many. He asked if we could possibly push back the Youth Activity Day one week. Marla Reed stated that she would talk to Joelene and Chris about this for next year.

Patriot Day will be July 27, 2013 beginning at 9:00 a.m. Mayor Wilson stated that Dr. Gates, former Secretary of State, will be speaking at the event. Everything will be setup on Friday. Mayor Wilson will be bringing a flatbed truck for a stage for the music, which will be set up on the south side of the runway at the airport. Mayor Wilson stated that they will need the generator from Public Works. Jack Mears asked if the runway needed to be closed and if so was the military taking care of this? Corrina Koenig will talk to Jason Vose and get details.

Jack Mears thanked Public Works for helping fill cracks on the runway, and Cody Hart and Corrina Koenig for working on the grant application. Alan Wilkins explained some other issues with the runway that still need to be fixed.
