6:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order.

Agenda Item: Planner Position: Mayor Wilson introduced Marianne  Manville-Ailles with Skagit Surveyors and Engineers. Marianne is here to discuss what types of things are necessary for the planning position and what projects are coming up that require a planner.

Marianne explained that the current planning projects—the day-to-day things—will depend on what is necessary for that particular project and would all be on a case-by-case basis. There is really no way to predict this. She did not believe that regular office hours would be needed to accomplish the day-to-day tasks for such a small town.

Regarding future projects that will need to be completed, Marianne discussed a list of more long-term items that she foresees needing to be completed. 

Comprehensive Plan Amendment is due in 2016. The Town should begin this process by the middle to end of 2014.

Development Regulations need some minor changes to fall in line with state law.

Marijuana regulation – Marianne thought that we should be ready for marijuana regulations, that we should at the very least create a map showing the 1,000-foot radius from schools, etc.

Shoreline Master Program – OK.

Forest Practice Permits – This was supposed to be turned over to local jurisdictions from DNR in 2008, but has been slow going. This is something that the Town should look at. Marla asked what that is. Marianne explained that if you log your property and have more than 1 log truck full of wood on your property and you want to develop the property, you would need to get a Forest Practice Permit.

Storm water and Capital Facilities Plan is mostly handled by Reichhardt & Ebe and Public Works, and would need little planning involvement.

SEPA – The Town will need to come into compliance with new regulations regarding the Historic Preservation aspect of SEPA. Development Regulations would need to be updated in this regard.

Marianne felt that each of the items above could be treated as its own project with time and dollar values assigned to each project.

David Pfeiffer asked how much Marianne would charge for her services. Marianne stated that she has a flat $85.00 per hour rate for government entities. David stated that with a flat rate, the town could create its own budget based on need. David also asked about small projects, how it would work if she did not have office hours. Marianne said it could be easily worked out with Andrea that most issues could be handled with a phone call or by email.

Marla asked what specifically is pressing for this year. Marianne felt that there wasn’t anything really pressing for the remainder of 2013, but that we would need to start looking at some things in 2014, such as the Comp Plan.

Corrina Koenig asked who “we” is. If we chose to hire Marianne, would we be getting her or Skagit Surveyors. Marianne stated that we would be getting her personally. She works for Skagit Surveyors but we would be contracted with her. Corrina Koenig asked if there was a minimum number of hours required or a retainer to use her services. Marianne stated that there was neither and that her flat rate is $85.00 per hour. 

Cody Hart asked if we had to wait to start the Comp Plan update or could we start working on it now. Marianne stated that we could start working on it anytime we want. She also stated that our Comp Plan was compliant at this time, but additions and changes would need to be done. A big part of that is the Capital Facilities Plan.

Jason Miller stated that he would like to see a quote of time that would be needed to finish each of the projects. Marianne stated that some projects are optional and some are required, did we want a quote on both? Jason stated that he would like to see a quote on both and that she could write on the quote which is which. 

Jason Miller also asked for a quote on the time she would require to come up with such an estimate as we would like to know the cost for her to do the research. Marianne will have an estimate for the council by the next council meeting on August 12, 2013. At that time the council will make a decision on whether or not they would like her to proceed. 

Bruce Newburn asked if she had been part of a Planning Commission in her other jobs. Marianne explained that she is on Burlington’s Planning Commission. 

Marianne thought that 2013 was a good time to develop a plan for updating the Comp Plan. Jason commented that the Planning Commission and Historic Preservation meetings would be included in the day-to-day functions. Marianne said she did not believe that there is a need for her presence in town more than twice a month.

Jack Mears asked if it had been determined that we even needed a planner. Mayor Wilson stated that it had, but not in what capacity yet.

George Theodoratus asked if the planner would be on call or in the office. Marianne explained that most of the day-to-day functions could be handled over the phone and if her presence was needed, an appointment could be made.

Adjournment: Mayor Wilson called for adjournment at 6:50 p.m.
