Review of Known 2013 Revenues and Expenditures

6:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. 

 

Council Members Present: Jack Mears, Dave Pfeiffer, Mike Bartel, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.

Agenda Item: Review Known 2013 Revenues and Expenditures: Andrea Fichter stated that instead of going through the packets line by line, the council can go through the information and ask any specific questions. She explained there were not any items that she considered to be concerning at this point in the budget year. She stated the town is pretty well on budget for this year. 

Jack Mears had questions regarding the Airport Fund. He referred to the two different line items for insurance. Andrea explained the one line item is for the actual airport insurance and the other is the AWC policy that includes the Pilots’ Lounge. Jack stated the airport fund looks better than last year’s numbers. Jack also questioned the line item for engineering services. Andrea explained the on-call services for Reichhardt and Ebe Engineering are shared between a number of different funds. 

Mayor Wilson questioned some of the line items in the sewer fund being over budget. Andrea explained that she and the Public Works Director sit down each year and try to determine the best amounts to budget for these items, but sometimes other purchases or items come up during the year that can cause a line item to go over budget. Jason Miller pointed out that there are also some line items that are under budget as well. Andrea also stated the overall budget for the sewer fund is on track so far. 

Dave Pfeiffer questioned the engineering costs being over budget. Andrea explained the number that was originally budgeted and the amendments that were approved for the on-call engineering services for this year. Mayor Wilson also stated there have been some projects and grant applications that have been included in these charges as well. 

Discussion ensued on park expenditures and the need to replace the merry-go-round that was removed a couple years ago. 


Dave Pfeiffer also asked about why 100% of the revenues for the airport lease payments line item have not been received. She stated we still have not received payment from Dennis Harkless for his lease, which is the reason for the less than 100% being received for this line item. 

Andrea reviewed the revenues for sales and use tax still being high. She had stated that in previous years she had assumed the increased revenues were coming from the Puget Sound Energy and Waste Water Treatment plant projects. She stated these projects are over and the town is still seeing pretty high revenues. She stated that she will have to review the reports to ensure the revenues being received are truly the town’s, so they do not have to be paid back at some point. 

With no further questions from council, Mayor Wilson adjourned the meeting at 6:30 p.m.
