Town Council Meeting
November 12, 2013
7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Dave Pfeiffer, Mike Bartel, Marla Reed, Jack Mears and Jason Miller. 

Staff Present: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter, and Town Attorney David Day. 
 

Audience Members Signed In: Carol Fabrick, John Boggs, and Don Payne. 

Public Participation: None. 
Special Presentations: Public Safety: Mayor Wilson stated that Sergeant Kading is on vacation this week and will not be in attendance this evening. Mayor Wilson also reported the October 2013 incident report was included in their packets. 

Jason Miller reported on a suspicious individual after the Veterans Day Parade today. He reported the individual was dressed in a long black trench coat and was wearing a ski mask. He also reported that he and another resident observed the individual who was not acting in a criminal manner, but was dressed very suspiciously and he just wanted the council to be aware. 

Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering – Cody Hart: Boat Launch Update: Cody gave an update on the process for the boat launch grant application. He stated he was made aware of certain items as he was beginning the process for this. He stated it is likely that the Department of Fish and Wildlife will not be donating the property, but would execute a long-term lease with the town at a cost. He also stated that with the permitting that will be required to work in and next to a water body, the costs are going to be pretty high and he wanted to make sure the council was aware of this before he proceeded any further. He stated there are two options for applying for these funds. First, the town could apply just for the design and permitting, which would be an estimated cost of $85,000.00 of which the town would be responsible for $21,250.00, or the town could apply for the whole project, which with design, permitting and construction would be an estimated total project cost of $200,000.00 to $250,000.00, of which the town would be responsible for anywhere from $50,000.00 to $75,000.00 to complete this project. Cody reported that it is his understanding that there is some Puget Sound Energy money that may be able to be utilized for the matching portion of this project. 

Andrea Fichter explained the allotment that has been given to the town by the side agreement that is in place between the town and Puget Sound Energy. She reported it states in the agreement that PSE would spend up to $15,000.00 for upgrades to the boat launch area and then pay the town $2,000.00 per year for the life of the license for maintenance and upkeep. 

Jason Miller asked about contacting Puget Sound Energy to see if this is something they would even be able to use the money for and if it’s possible for the town to get it all once and not over the extended years. 

Dave Pfeiffer stated that he believes this is a lot of money for a boat launch that already somewhat exists. He stated he is not trying to be negative and thinks this would benefit the town, but cannot see why the town, instead of the County or Department of Fish and Wildlife, is apparently potentially tasked with putting up the funds to improve this area. He stated he realizes if the town could say “we have a boat launch,” it would ultimately be good for the town, but the cost is extreme. 

Jack Mears stated that boaters have launched from there for years, but the conditions are not the greatest. 

Cody reviewed the area using an aerial map in Town Hall. He explained where the town property is and where the boat launch currently is. 

Mike Bartel asked about the riparian aspect and if the town is going to be responsible for maintaining any mitigation done now in the future. 

Jack Mears stated that we should leave well enough alone. Dave Pfeiffer and Marla Reed both agreed. 

Jason Miller stated he believes the economic impact could be good, but the the cost is pretty high and he would at least like to ask Puget Sound Energy for the money first. 

Mike Bartel expressed concern regarding any future upkeep and maintenance being the responsibility of the town. 

Dave Pfeiffer stated he would also be for contacting Puget Sound Energy and see if they would be up for paying all the matching funds up front. 

Mayor Wilson asked Cody what he thought the town’s chances are of getting the funding for the boat launch. Cody stated this is a competitive grant process, but he believes the town has a good chance of receiving the funding. 

Andrea Fichter will contact Puget Sound Energy about requesting the funds. 

Discussion ensued on the overall project, the funding and other items. 

Dave Pfeiffer would like to hear from the people that actually use the existing boat launch and see if this is something that fishermen, rescue boat and or others, would use more if the town completed the upgrades. He stated he is a little uncomfortable committing this much money to this project without knowing if the project is wanted by the public. 

T.A.P. Grant Application – Cedar Street Sidewalk, Task Order 2013-D: Cody updated on this application and that minimal effort would be required for completing it. He stated this is a no match grant application and would pay for the full design and construction. He stated this would include sidewalks and bike lane on Cedar Street from South Park to Superior Avenue. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Task Order 2013-D. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Cody also reported that TIB awards should be made this week or next, and if the town does not receive the funding that was requested for West Main Street overlay and sidewalks, he would like permission from council to pre-approve a $1,500.00 task order to also complete an additional TAP application for this project as well. He stated this would only be needed if TIB does not fund that particular project. 


Jason Miller made a motion to approve a task order, if needed, for the TAP application for West Main Street. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Dave Pfeiffer seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Hearings: 2014 Property Tax, Resolution 2013-12: Andrea explained the banked capacity amount, as well as the town being at its maximum distribution rate. She stated the 1% increase would be for if assessment values go up or if new construction occurs, which would allow the town to collect those extra revenues. She stated the reason for the 35% increase for this year is due to the banked capacity amount, which the town is electing to receive in 2014. 

Mayor Wilson opened the public hearing up for comment at 7:36 p.m. With no comments or questions from the public, Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing at 7:36 p.m.

David Pfeiffer made a motion to approve Resolution #2013-12. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

2014 Budget Hearing #1: Andrea reported this is the first of two required public hearings on the 2014 proposed budget, which at this time is balanced. 

Mayor Wilson opened the public hearing up for comment at 7:40 p.m. With no questions or comments from the public, Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing at 7:40 p.m.

No further action required at this time. 
Old Business: Consultant Selection – Secondary Access Design: Andrea Fichter that one submittal had been received, which came from Reichhardt and Ebe Engineering. 

It was the consensus of the council to select Reichhardt and Ebe Engineering for the secondary access design work. 

Property Surplus – Resolution #2013-12: Andrea reported she had made all the changes discussed at the last meeting and that Marianne and David Day had both reviewed. 

Mayor Wilson noted a change in the resolution where sale needed to be changed to sell. Jason Miller also noted a change in the publication where it needs to list Concrete Herald with the second set of publication dates. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the surplus resolution. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

45291 Ridgeway Court – Sewer Lien Foreclosure: David Day stated this is an unusual circumstance due to the lien holders passing away. He stated that this could be approached through the estate and through the probate. He also stated the council could also choose to go ahead with the foreclosure. He stated that additional costs may apply to put a claim through the probate and the town may still end up having to foreclose if the probate has already been closed. 

David Day stated the council needs to decide whether to put this through the probate or to just wait and go through the foreclosure process in January. 


It was the consensus of the council to wait until January and proceed with the foreclosure then. 

Airport Insurance Estimates: Andrea stated that she realized after the last meeting that the council would like to see any extra insurance costs to the town paid by the museum, but she had already requested the quote and wanted the council to be aware of the costs. She also reported that she was not sure if the quote from AWC included products coverage for the fueling station. 

Declaration of Temporary Access and Construction Easement – Glaser: Andrea reported that David Day had reviewed this and that it has been sent to Marty Glaser. She stated that she has not yet heard back from Marty, so we have not proceeded with the grading work in between Ronald Avenue and South D Avenue. 

Steve Bolan – Draft Lease: Andrea stated that this is the draft lease and she wanted to bring it before council for any suggested changes or comments before sending it to Steve for his review. She stated that it was her understanding that the council wants the lease amount to be similar to that of the leases already in place, based on the square footage.

It was the consensus of the council to forward this draft as is to Steve Bolan for his review. 
New Business: Ordinance #715 – Amend CMC 2.06.010 Salary: Andrea reported this ordinance would change the amount of the salary for council members as discussed at the last budget workshop meeting. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Ordinance #715. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Professional Services Agreement – Dave’s Towing: Andrea reported this is a renewal of the current agreement. She stated as of this date, the town has not yet had to use these services, but the agreement will be place if needed. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the agreement. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Setting Policy Guidelines for Workplace Violence – Resolution #2013-13: Andrea explained having this policy in place would get the town extra points when applying for the AWC Wellness award, which gets the town the 2% discount on its insurance rates. 
Jason Miller made a motion to approve the resolution. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Discussion Items: Superior Building: Jason Miller reported he got a verbal quote from Doug Aamot of about $37,000 for the roof repair on the Superior Building. He reported Doug will be getting him an official documented estimate soon. 

Council Reports: Airport: Jack Mears or Dave Pfeiffer: Jack Mears stated things have been peaceful.

Dave Pfeiffer thanked Public Works for getting the Scotch broom cut down. He stated they did a great job. He also stated that he had not realized how close it had gotten to the actual airport runway. 

Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported he has a catalog that he is currently going through to try and find equipment to replace the merry-go-round that was removed at the Silo Park playground. 
Imagine Concrete: Jason Miller: Jason Miller reported the next meeting will be November 19, 6 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge. He reported some wood has already been purchased for the garden shed and he will work with the mayor on getting the rest that is needed. Discussion ensued on the tree that is going to be cut down for this. 

Department Reports: Planning Commission/ Historical Preservation: Marianne Manville-Ailles: Mayor Wilson reported there will be Public Hearing on the zoning changes for medical and recreational marijuana during the Planning Commission meeting on November 14. 

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea reported the State Auditors were supposed to start last Thursday, but have been pushed back and they will now be here starting this Friday. She also reported on the BIAS training last week on the cash receipting and utilities. Andrea also stated that she will advertise for council position #5 that will become vacant January 1, 2014. She stated applications will be due December 3, 2013, and applicants will be asked to attend the December 9, 2013, council meeting for selection of a new council member. 

Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported a new screen system is needed at the wastewater treatment plant. He reported with the current screen system there is too much hair and fiber coming into the plant. He explained the process and how a barrel system would be more efficient and better for the plant. He stated that the high amounts of hair and fiber are what is plugging up the membranes in the system. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson congratulated Jason Miller on winning the mayoral race. He stated that he concedes with reservations. He also stated that he will be applying for the council position that will be left vacant by Jason Miller when he takes over as mayor. Mayor Wilson stated that he would like to be on the council to make sure things he has started are finished. He also stated that he will make sure there is a smooth transition when he hands the gavel over to Jason. 

Announcements: None.

Executive Session: None.
