Town Council Meeting
August 11, 2014

7:00 p.m. Mayor Miller called the meeting to order. Mayor Miller led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Dave Pfeiffer, Marla Reed, Ginger Kyritsis and Mike Bartel.

Staff Present: Andrea Fichter, Clerk Treasurer; Alan Wilkins, Public Works Director; and Town Attorney David Day.
 

Audience Members Signed In: Bill Pfeifer 

Public Participation: None. 
Special Presentations: Public Safety: Sergeant Kading reported there were 73 calls in July. He stated there have been a lot of domestic calls. He also reported the the lady who was living in the Superior Avenue apartments has been charged with first degree arson and he is hopeful that she will finally get the help she needs. 

He also reported on a $5.00 counterfeit bill that was used at Loggers Landing. He stated that hopefully this is not the start of an issue with counterfeit bills. 

Sergeant Kading also stated they have had normal calls and issues for the most part. He stated a lot of these are repeated complaints, such as noise and dog complaints. 

Mayor Miller asked about some camp sites located near the Baker River that he was notified of by a town resident. Mayor Miller stated that garbage is starting to pile up. Sergeant Kading stated that the property owner had been notified and that he had removed people from the property. Sergeant Kading also stated that the Sheriff’s deputies have made contact with those camping in that area as well. He stated that he will double check this area again tomorrow. 

Ginger Kyritsis requested the date of the citizen dispute that occurred at the airport and is listed in the incident report. Sergeant Kading stated that he believed this incident occurred two weeks ago tonight. 


Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering – Secondary Access Project – Scope of Work: Mayor Miller reported this is the scope and budget that was discussed at the last meeting. He stated that Reichhardt & Ebe are here tonight to answer any questions. 

Nathan Zylstra reported the reason for the reduction in the cost was due to a subconsultant who had not completed the necessary federal paperwork at the time the original scope and budget was submitted. Now that paperwork has been submitted and approved, the cost for this subconsultant could be better determined. He stated when the original scope and budget was submitted, it made more sense to put a larger amount in this slot instead of coming back to council to request an increase if one was needed. 

Ginger Kyritsis asked if any other dollar figures had changed. 

Nathan reported that no, the other numbers are solid and they will only bill for work that is actually performed. He stated this is for the design phase and will get the town up to the point of advertising for construction and be able to move forward with right-of-way acquisition if needed. 

Nathan also stated that these numbers are solid and that Reichhardt & Ebe are comfortable with these numbers at this point. 

Ginger Kyritsis made a motion to approve the Scope and Budget for the Secondary Access Project. Mike Bartel seconded the motion. The motion carried with Dave Pfeiffer opposed and Marla Reed recused. 
CRH Engineering: Scope and Budget – Fire and Life Safety Building Construction Management: Cody reported on the construction management scope and budget for the fire and life safety building. He reviewed the special inspection line item and the dollar figure associated with that portion. He stated this will account for special inspections that will be needed for the building and will most likely be completed by GeoTest. He reviewed what the special inspections will entail and that some of the building inspections can still be completed by the town’s building inspector, but other aspects will need the special inspection. He stated he believes this is a good budget number and is still economical. He also explained the bid alternatives and the announcement of funds that has to be made during the bid opening. 

Ginger Kyritsis asked what a punch list is. Cody explained that a punch list is a list of items that are left at the end of the project that still need to be completed by the contractor to close out the project. 

Marla Reed made a motion to approve Task Order 2014-E for the Fire and Life Safety Building Construction Management. Ginger Kyritsis seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Cody also provided updates on Cedar Street. He stated that one reason we could not apply for funding for the reconstruction was due to the classification of this road. Cody stated that Andrea is going to work on the paperwork to request federal re-classification for this road, which will provide more funding opportunities for this project. He stated that this project is definitely on his radar. 

Cody also reported that he, Andrea and Marla will go to Olympia on Wednesday for the first presentation for the Water Spray Park grant. He stated they will go to Olympia again in two weeks for the second presentation. 

Cody also reported that he and Andrea will be going through the WSDOT Mobility Grant for the transit stop at Silo Park to see who will be working on what sections of the application. He stated he will have a formal budget request for council for completing this application at the next council meeting. 

Consent Agenda

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Public Hearings: None.
Old Business: Airport Leases- Set Workshop Date and Hangar Construction Letters and Clarification: It was the consensus of the council to set the date and time for the workshop for Tuesday, August 19 at 7:00 pm to be held at Town Hall. 
New Business: Elect Mayor Pro-tem: Marla Reed nominated Mike Bartel. Jack Mears seconded the nomination. The nomination carried unanimously. 

Ordinance #729 – Budget Amendment General and Sewer Reserve: Andrea explained the reason for the budget amendment for the funding received for the CCTV and Fire and Life Safety Building projects. 

Marla Reed made a motion to approve Ordinance #729. Mike Bartel seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Discussion Items: Superior Building: Mayor Miller reported an Indiegogo fundraiser has been started for fundraising for this project. He stated there has not been a lot of response yet, but it will run through September. He stated they are still researching other grant funding options as well. 

Dog Ordinance Enforcement: Sergeant Kading stated that he will connect with the county attorney and work on getting this finalized. 

Jack Mears requested to add an item to the discussion section regarding the town’s water supply and what would happen to that supply if a natural disaster was to occur. 

Jack reported on a man named Dan Forest, who can build a reverse osmosis system that will produce 20,000 gallons of water a day for around $65,000.00 and will come skid-mounted. He stated this could be used for emergency purposes and could be placed at the wastewater treatment plant until needed. He stated this would only need to be hooked up in case of an emergency. 

Ginger Kyritsis asked if the town could just use river water and run it through the town’s system. Alan Wilkins stated that the town does not currently treat its water, so there is not a water system to run river water through. 

Alan also stated that a membrane system may be better. He stated that river water could be used and ran through the membrane system. He stated that a membrane system could also sit for a longer amount of time than a reverse osmosis system and would not deteriorate. He stated different options are definitely something that should be researched further. He stated any earthquake or shift in the ground could cut off the town’s water supply. 

It was also stated to look into what filtration systems the Army or National Guard use during natural disasters or other similar emergencies. 

Council Reports: Airport: Jack Mears or Dave Pfeiffer: Jack reported the fly-in was a great success and the EEA picnic that was held was also a success. He stated they may have some issues with trees located in the flight path west of the airport runway.

Discussion ensued regarding private property and what the options are for what can be done about those trees within the flight patch on the west end of the runway on the other side of Concrete-Sauk Valley Road. 

Audience member Jay Welch stated that he believes there are trees on the airport near certain hangars that may also be too high according to FAA regulations. 

It was stated the property owners need to be identified and their deeds or legal descriptions researched to see if there is anything that relates to the airport. Andrea will look up these properties and research if any airport language is included, as well as checking the town’s airport layout plan for any information on the flight paths. 

Jack Mears also reported the striping was completed by Public Works, who did a great job. He stated the numbers still need to be completed. 
Parks: Marla Reed: Marla stated that Cody had already provided the update on the Water Spray Park. She reported that she had submitted a grant application to the Rivers, Trails and Conservation Association for possible funding that would connect various trails in town with the national forest trails that surround town. 

Community Garden: Marla Reed: Marla reported that weeds are starting to grow in the garden. She stated that Mayor Miller had recently notified all of the people with current bed rentals to remind them of their responsibility of 8 hours volunteer time that they each need to complete within the garden as stated in their rental agreements. She stated it was suggested that they begin with getting the food bank beds ready so they can hopefully plant some winter crops. 

She also reported they are still working on getting the greenhouse and the shed completed.

Upper Skagit Library: Dave Pfeiffer: Nothing new to report. 

Economic Development Task Force: Ginger Kyritsis: Ginger reported the next meeting will be held on August 13 at 6 p.m. at 5b’s Bakery. 
Department Reports: Planning Commission/ Historical Preservation: Marianne Manville-Ailles: Absent. 

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea reported that she is still working on getting caught up from being gone on vacation and has been working on getting the presentation completed for the Water Spray Park grant application. 

Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported everything is still flowing. Mayor Miller reported that he and Alan are still working on the options for getting the lagoon decommissioned. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Miller handed out a flier regarding a seminar on publicly owned broadband utilities that will be held at McIntyre Hall. He requested permission for the town to pay the $80.00 registration fee so that he could attend. He stated this sounds like a good idea and would like to get more information on this topic. 

Audience member Bill Pfeiffer stated the only feedback that he has heard on this topic is that there is some push back from the companies like Frontier and Verizon. 

Alan Wilkins stated that he believes that Wave Cable has brought fiber optic service to the town. 

Ginger Kyritsis made a motion to approve spending the $80.00 registration fee for Mayor Miller to attend. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Imagine Concrete: Mayor Miller: Mayor Miller reported the next meeting will be August 19, 2014, at 6:00 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge, which is always open to the public. 
Announcements: Mayor Miller reported that Philip Moran, the branch manager for the local bank, will be retiring toward the end of October. 

Ginger Kyritsis asked who owned the property just west of the post office where all the blackberries are. It was stated this property is owned by Glacier Northwest and she should contact them with any questions regarding the property. 

Executive Session: None. 

Adjournment: Jack Mears made a motion for adjournment at 8:12 p.m. Ginger seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
