6:00 p.m. Mayor Miller called the meeting to order. 

 

Council Members Present: Jack Mears, Dave Pfeiffer, and Marla Reed. 

Mayor Miller stated that Mike Bartel called and stated he would be a few minutes late. 

Jack Mears made a motion to excuse Ginger Kyritsis. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 


Mike Bartel arrived at 6:01 p.m.

Ginger Kyritsis arrived at 6:03 p.m.

Staff Present: Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter; and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Agenda Item: 2015 Budget Proposals: Mayor Miller stated this workshop’s material reflects all of the suggested budget items that have been discussed at the last three budget workshops. He stated this is an accumulation of those proposals for the 2015 budget. He reported that he spent time this morning going over the budget proposals with Andrea.

Andrea reported that all of the utility rates and fees and the salaries and benefits, as well as the airport lease rent payments, have been addressed and figured into these budget proposals. She also reported on the other documentation she utilizes for determining budget figures. 

Andrea stated that if they would each like to review the budget proposals and if they have any questions or concerns regarding any one particular item, those can be reviewed or discussed.

Jack Mears asked how the budget number for the Airport Fund was determined. Andrea directed them to the page for the Airport Fund revenue line items. She explained the increases in revenues are due to the increase in rent payments, as well as the modification payments that are expected for 2015. Discussion ensued regarding the use of the CPI for determining the rent increase payments. It was stated this is a good method for determining these adjustments now and in the future. 

Andrea reported that some projects that are slated for 2015, such as finishing the Fire and Life Safety Building and the SR20/Superior Avenue projects, have not yet been budgeted for and will need a budget amendment once the amount of funds for these projects is determined. 

Ginger Kyritsis asked about the Skagit Domestic Violence expenditure line item. Andrea and Marla explained that by law the town is obligated to distribute a portion of its liquor profits to these types of programs. Andrea reported this is one of the programs the town had been requested to distribute funds to, but this particular program has yet to request the funds. Andrea will contact them and have them send in a request for these funds. 

Ginger also asked about the county criminal justice tax expenditure of approximately $18,000 that is being budgeted for in 2015. Andrea reported this is the town’s portion of the voter-approved tax, which is received by the town from the state and is then distributed to Skagit County for the new jail construction. She stated there is a matching line item in the revenue code for this tax as well. 

Ginger also asked about funding for the Main Street project from Superior Avenue to Park Avenue. Andrea stated that once those funds are actually being disbursed from the funding agency and a contract is in place, a line item for this project will be developed. 

There were not any further questions. It was stated that an additional workshop on the 2015 budget proposals would not be needed on November 24, 2014. 

The meeting adjourned at 6:29 p.m.
