Town Council Meeting

April 27, 2015
7:00 p.m. Mayor Miller called the meeting to order. Mayor Miller led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Dave Pfeiffer, Mike Bartel, Marla Reed and Ginger Kyritsis. 

Staff Present: Andrea Fichter, Clerk Treasurer; Alan Wilkins, Public Works Director and David Day, Town Attorney.

Public Participation: None. 
Special Presentations: Public Safety: Sergeant Kading reported they have a lead on the individual who spray painted graffiti on the back wall of the new Fire and Life Safety Facility. He also reported on the public forum that was held at the Concrete Center and that it had gone really well. He also reported that a deputy patrolling the area near the Baker and Skagit River boat launch found two people in possession of heroin. He stated they were arrested and the drugs were disposed of. 

Mayor Miller stated town residents had not been well informed of the public forum. He stated it was a Q&A county meeting with the commissioners and other county officials. He stated that he will contact Commissioner Janicki and let her know that many town residents and officials were not informed this meeting was taking place.
CRH Engineering-Cody Hart: Cody reported the Fire and Life Safety Facility has progressed to substantial completion. He reported the punch list walk through meeting had occurred last week and took about 4 to 5 hours. He stated that he, Rich Philips, Alan Wilkins, Jimmy Luttrell, the architect, the electrical and mechanical engineer and the contractor were all in attendance. He reported the contractor believes they will have the punch list items completed and will be at financial completion by this Thursday. 

He also stated that he believed the Department of Commerce desk audit went really well. Andrea Fichter stated the program manager was very impressed with Cody’s organization and the overall management of this grant by him and the town. 

Cody reported there was one final change order for the additional key pad entry that was requested by the Fire Chief. He also reported the light pole installation is scheduled to begin on the 29th. 

Cody also reported that he and Andrea had coordinated last week and were able to complete and submit the grant application for design of the realignment and relocation of Lorenzen Creek through the Department of Ecology.

Discussion Items: Superior Building: Mayor Miller reported that Rich Philips is still working on gathering figures for the demolition and training facility options discussed at the last meeting and this information will be brought back to council at the first meeting in May.

Council Reports: Airport: Jack Mears or Dave Pfeiffer: Jack reported that Chris Edwards and Ted Ferry are very close to having the construction of their hangars finalized. He also reported that Gary Dunlap is making good progress on his hangar. Jack also reported that Steve Bolan is back for the summer. 

Parks: Marla Reed: Marla Reed reported that two cherry trees were planted at Veterans Memorial Park. Mayor Miller stated these were purchased and planted by the Girl Scouts on Earth Day. 

Community Garden: Marla Reed: Marla Reed reported they have been getting a lot of wood chips. Mayor Miller stated that he will have the Youth Dynamic kids assist with spreading the chips when they visit the garden.
