Town Council Meeting

March 28, 2016

7:00 p.m. Mayor Miller called the meeting to order. Mayor Miller led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll Call: Council Members: Rob Thomas, Corey Ruiz, Mike Bartel, Marla Reed and Ginger Kyritsis. 

Staff Present: Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Town Attorney David Day, Town Planner Marianne Manville-Ailles and Town Engineer Cody Hart.

Public Participation: None.

Special Presentations: Public Safety: Deputy Wolfe introduced himself and stated that he has been with the department since 2012. He reported that he was recently assigned, by request to the east detachment and is excited to be working here. He reported that he previously worked patrol and traffic. 

He reported there were approximately 37 calls in February. He reported on the DUI that occurred in March. He stated the call originally came in as a two-vehicle collision, but ended up being one vehicle with a trailer. 

He also reported the sheriff’s department is implementing a new program, which will be intelligence-led policing and would involve more community outreach. He discussed contact cards and how those work and the detailed information that will be summarized into reports daily. He also discussed procedures for debriefing after an arrest is made to assist in gathering further information. He stated that hopefully both of these items will assist them in fighting crime in a different way. 

CRH Engineering-Cody Hart: Cody reported the grant application for the First Street Waterline Extension project has been submitted to Skagit County. 

He also reported the park and ride transit stop project is out for bid. He reported bids are due by April 13, with a pre-bid meeting occurring on April 5. 

He also discussed coordination efforts that are occurring right now for discussion on an infiltration or septic system for the water spray park project. 

He stated he is going to begin supplying the council with quarterly reports that will provide updates on all projects. He stated he will have this at its next meeting.

Approval of Claims Checks #2549-#2567

Marla Reed made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Ginger Kyritsis seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Public Hearings: None. 
Old Business: Resolution #2016-07 – Cement City Swap Meet: Marianne reported on the information that is included in their packets. She stated that George requested this not be discussed tonight so that he can discuss the proposal with some of his vendors. Marianne stated that she is okay with waiting until the next meeting in case George has any changes or concerns that he would like to address. She also reported on the business license issue that was discussed previously. She stated that staff discussed this item and determined that it would be difficult for the town to enforce a requirement for each vendor to get a business license. She also stated if the town starts doing this for the swap meet, they will most likely also have do this for the Saturday Market. 

Corey Ruiz stated that after doing some further research, he agrees with Marianne. He stated that although he understands the concerns of other business owners in town, the difficulty in policing who or who does not have a business licenses at the swap meet or who actually needs one would be beyond staffing limits. Corey stated he does see a need to have at least two Sani-Cans at the swap meet so there are not any more issues with people using the woods or field area as a restroom. 

George stated that he believes one Sani-Can is sufficient. Marla Reed stated that on the busier weekends, George may need to provide at least two, but that she also thinks one is sufficient. Corey stated that he can agree to that. Mayor Miller also referred to language in the vendor form that speaks to inappropriate behavior not being allowed. 

Discussion ensued on the annual review prior to license issuance and the future plans for the swap meet area. Marianne also discussed George’s idea for changing the zoning code to allow for outdoor sales in that zone. She stated if this was to occur, then it would allow other businesses within that zone to also proceed with a swap meet-type business. 

Mayor Miller stated that George can speak to his vendors and then it can come back to the council at the April 11 meeting. 

Glaser Property Transfer Proposal Update: Andrea reported there would need to be some kind of agreement in place prior to the appraisal being completed. She stated that she and David worked on the cost-sharing agreement and this has been sent to Marty for his review. She stated that once she hears back from Marty, she will bring this back before the council for approval.
New Business: Interlocal Agreement – Skagit County EMS: Andrea referred the council to the agreement in their packets and the e-mail from Mark Raaka at Skagit County EMS. She stated this will allow for the town to be reimbursed for some EMS services, equipment and supplies. 

She also stated this would be a new agreement with Skagit County. She stated the town did not previously have anyone on the department who would allow them to provide EMS, but they do now. 

Corey Ruiz made a motion to approve the agreement. Rob Thomas seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Discussion Items: None

Council Reports: Airport: Mike Bartel: Mike stated that he spoke with a couple pilots today during his visit. He also reported the water heater at the Pilots’ Lounge has been replaced. 
Parks: Marla Reed: Marla Reed reported that Public Works has gotten one of the new playground fixtures installed at Silo Park and will hopefully get the other one installed this week. Mayor Miller reported they planted the rest of the cherry trees at Veterans Memorial Park. He stated there is a total of 13 trees now. 

Community Garden: Mike Bartel: Mike reported the weeds are starting to grow already. Mayor Miller stated they had some 5th graders and graduate students from NCI helping pull weeds recently. He also reported beds are starting to get rented for the new season. Marla stated that Ashley at Cascadian Farms may have some donations for them. 


HPLC and Economic Development Task Force: Ginger Kyritsis: Ginger reported the next meeting will be April 13 at 5b’s at 6:00 p.m. She also reported the next HPLC meeting will be held in June, which will be held quarterly in the future. 

Health Care: Corey Ruiz: None. 
Department Reports: Planning Commission/ Historical Preservation: Marianne Manville-Ailles: Marianne reported she has spoken to Em Beals about filling the vacant position on the Planning Commission. She reported that Em is here this evening and is interested. 

With the consensus of the council, Mayor Miller appointed Em Beals to the Planning Commission. 

Marianne also reported that staff met with the library last Friday to discuss their building site and plans. She stated they got to see the first rendering of the building and believes they were able to accomplish a lot during this meeting. She stated they are still working on finalizing their funding. 

Marianne also reported on the next steps for the owner of the Eagles Nest so that he can get the RV park portion of his property open for business. She stated that she encouraged him to attend a council meeting to discuss his plans. She also encouraged the council to view any proposal with an open mind. She stated that staff will continue to work with him and get a schedule and work plan in place. 

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea stated the February Treasurer’s Report is in their packets. 
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Mayor Miller reported that Alan is attending classes this week. 

Imagine Concrete: Mayor Miller: Mayor Miller reported the next meeting is scheduled for April 19 at 6:00 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge, and is open to the public.

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Miller reported there is a little skirmish happening within Skagit County EMS and the new director right now. He stated that he and Judd Wilson will be meeting with Commissioner Janicki soon to discuss this. 

He also reported that he met with Mike Middling from CalPortland recently to provide him updates on proposed or ongoing projects within Silo Park and assured him the town will and is adhering to the covenants for this property. 
Announcements: Ginger reported the Democratic Caucus that took place over the weekend was so well attended they had to use additional rooms. 

Corey stated that he is a stakeholder representative for CCA regarding the Barnaby Slough project and asked if the council would also like him to be stakeholder representative for the town as well. Marla Reed stated that she did not believe this was necessary.

Adjournment: Corey Ruiz made a motion for adjournment at 7:55 p.m. Rob Thomas seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
