Town Council Meeting

May 23, 2016

7:00 p.m. Mayor Miller called the meeting to order. Mayor Miller led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll Call: Council Members: Rob Thomas, Corey Ruiz, Mike Bartel, Marla Reed and Ginger Kyritsis. 

Staff Present: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Town Attorney David Day, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter and Town Engineer Cody Hart.

Audience Members Signed In: Bill Pfeifer. 
Public Participation: None.
Events Application: None.
Special Presentations: Public Safety: Sergeant Kading reported there have been approximately 40 calls for the month of May so far. He stated there was an incident last weekend involving one female and a vehicle fire. He stated the fire marshal has the case now. 

He also reported on the public meeting held last week where a question regarding the coverage the Sheriff’s Office provides came up. He stated that he is researching this and trying to gather data to provide the information requested. 

Marla Reed asked what he is referring to when he says coverage. Kading stated that Mr. Ruiz could provide more detail as to what was asked for. Corey stated that he had asked Sheriff Reichhardt about providing the town with data that shows the town is getting the coverage stated in the contract. Marla Reed asked doesn’t he believe the town is receiving that. Ginger Kyritsis stated the town is certainly not dissatisfied with the services provided by the Sheriff’s Office. Mayor Miller explained the discussion that he and Corey Ruiz had a couple days prior to that meeting where they discussed Sheriff’s Reinhardt’s predecessor who had stated there was not a way to provide the town with that type of data. Mayor Miller stated that it has nothing to do with believing that the Sheriff’s deputies are providing the services, but more to do with contract language and being able to prove the contract language is being met. 
CRH Engineering-Cody Hart: Cody reported the Park and Ride project is progressing well. He stated the contractors are 5 working days in so far. He stated the project is on schedule and progressing well. 

He stated that he is continuing to coordinate the LOSS system for the spray park between the designer and the Department of Health. 

Cody also reported on a coordination effort with SCOG to make sure that DOT has the town on its radar for the State Highway Chip Seal program. He stated this is a project that may be happening this year and he wants to assist the town in making sure that this project would not interfere with any of the town’s events, such as the Fly-in or Cascade Days. 

Mike Bartel asked if the Park and Ride will be maintained by the town or DOT after it is complete. Cody stated this will be a town facility. 

Consent Agenda:

Approval of Claims Checks #2658-#2675

Rob Thomas made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Public Hearings: CDBG Grant Application – WWTP Upgrades: Resolution #2016-03 – Certification of Compliance: Andrea Fichter stated there is a summary page provided in their packets. She stated the purpose of the public hearing is to provide an opportunity for community members to present potential projects and/or offer input on the proposed project. 

Mayor Miller opened the public hearing for comment at 7:14 p.m.

Bill Pfeifer asked if this funding could be used for the needed repairs on Cedar Street. 

Andrea Fichter stated that she is not sure if streets/roads would fall under the public infrastructure category or not. She stated this is definitely something that she can research further. 

Cody Hart gave a brief update on the funding that has been secured for pedestrian improvements along Cedar Street; hopefully this will open the door for possible funding for the actual roadway. 

Mayor Miller closed the public hearing at 7:18 p.m.

Ginger Kyritsis made a motion to approve the resolution. Corey Ruiz seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Old Business: Glaser Property Swap Proposal – Appraisal Quotes: Discussion ensued on the appraisals. Corey Ruiz asked if Don Anderson fully understands that the property to be appraised is vacant land. Andrea stated that yes, she discussed this with Mr. Anderson. 

Andrea stated that she has not had a lot of experience with hiring appraisers and the one the town has used in the past withdrew himself due to a conflict of interest. She stated after hearing from Doug Ide during one of the council meetings, she is comfortable with whomever the council chooses. 

Rob Thomas made a motion to choose Don Anderson to complete the appraisal. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

RCO Project Agreement – Water Spray Park: Discussion ensued regarding the agreement. Mayor Miller stated that he believed the funding was being moved from RCO and would be coming from the State Capital Budget. Andrea Fichter stated that is what she had thought was happening as well, but it turns out the funding will still be coming through RCO: The state legislature was instrumental in getting the change for the matching fund requirement removed. David Day stated this agreement is one of the best ones he has seen put together. 

Corey Ruiz made a motion to approve the agreement. Ginger Kyritsis seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Bridge Street Light Authorization: Andrea stated this is part of the Relight Washington program funding, but that Alan wanted to ensure the council was okay with the lights that he chose for the bridge. 

It was the consensus of the council to keep the proposed lights chosen by Alan. 

WWTP Energy Upgrade Project – DES Agreements: Andrea stated this is for one phase of the project proposed by Ameresco. She stated these agreements are between the town and the state, which will oversee this project. She stated the town has been awarded funding for the blowers. 

Corey Ruiz made a motion to approve the agreements. Rob Thomas seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
New Business: None. 
Discussion Items: None.

Council Reports: Airport: Mike Bartel: Mike stated that Gary Dunlap is still moving along with his hangar. He also reported they held a meeting last week to discuss the fly-in. He stated it was very positive. It was stated that Jack Mears needs to be more involved with the event. Andrea reported that Julie with the museum came in and picked up the events application and will complete it, turn it in and be at the next council meeting. 

Discussion ensued regarding trees that need to be topped on the east and west ends of the airport. Andrea stated that she has some information on aviation easements from FAA that she will forward to David Day. Alan stated there may be trees on the airport that need to be topped as well. 
Parks: Marla Reed: Mayor Miller stated the Friends of Concrete Trails Committee met today to go through the entries for their new logo. He stated they picked a logo designed by Jonas Rensink and they will base the logo on his design. He stated this will be announced at the school by Friday. 

Community Garden: Mike Bartel: Mayor Miller reported the Youth Dynamics kids were at the garden last week to help with weeding and spreading chips. He stated that they got an incredible amount of work completed and he is very grateful to this group. 


HPLC and Economic Development Task Force: Ginger Kyritsis: Ginger reported the EDTF will meet again on the second Wednesday in June. She stated at the last meeting they went through about half of the report put together by Eric Archuletta and Mayor Miller. She stated they did a great job on the document of putting together what they want to do and how to actually complete it. Mayor Miller reported that once they finalize it at the committee level they will get it to Marianne who will begin the process of getting it adopted. Ginger stated a lot of work has gone into this document. Mayor Miller stated that Eric did at least 80% of the work. Mike Bartel stated this is a great group with a lot of energy. 

Health Care: Corey Ruiz: Corey stated that he has not been able to gather the information requested by Ginger regarding dentists who take Apple insurance for adults. 
Department Reports: Planning Commission/ Historical Preservation: Marianne Manville-Ailles: Mayor Miller reported Marianne is still recouping from her surgery. 

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea stated that everything she had for this evening was included in the packets. 
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan stated they are having an issue with one set of membranes and they will have to shut them down and determine which one it is. 

Mayor Miller reported on a phone call the town received from Niagara Bottling last week stating they are proposing to start taking two times as much water as was being previously purchased by Advanced. He stated the town’s first responsibility is to the residents and they will be keeping an eye on the reservoirs when this starts happening. 

Imagine Concrete: Mayor Miller: Mayor Miller reported the next meeting is scheduled for June 21 at 6:00 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge, and is open to the public. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Miller reported that he has fixed the gutters at the Pilots’ Lounge. He also reported on meetings he has attended regarding new possible library locations. 

He also stated that as a heads up for all council members, when they are attending other public meetings and introduce themselves as a town council member, they may possibly be portraying themselves as speaking on behalf of the town or the council and to make sure if they are speaking to a personal item, that they present that as so and not as it is coming from the town or council as a whole. 
Announcements: Mayor Miller announced the passing of local resident Tom Werda, whose funeral will be held this Saturday at 1:00 p.m. at Community Bible Church. 

He also announced the girls’ softball team will be traveling to State for their first time since 2007.

He also reported the track team will be sending two members to State as well: Blaine Storms for the mile and Jaycelyn Kuipers for the high jump. 

Mayor Miller also announced the Skagit County public meeting held last week had been very well attended. He stated one thing discussed was the Concrete Center and that they will be continuing with the current services, but will also be adding other services for different ages. He stated that Community Action will be taking this over. He stated the county did well with being able to answer the different questions asked by community members.

Ginger Kyritsis requested that the town purchase bottled water that comes from the town. Discussion ensued regarding this item and staff will look at purchasing bottled water from Costco or other options that sell water bottled with town-supplied water. 

Executive Session: None. 

Adjournment: Corey Ruiz made a motion for adjournment at 8:10 p.m. Rob Thomas seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
