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PRELIMINARY PLAT APPLICATION – LONG SUBDIVISIONS
A preliminary plat approval is a Class III Land Use Action which requires a report and recommendation by Town staff to the Town Council with a final decision by the Town Council following one open record public hearing.  Appeals of the Town Council decision are made to Skagit County Superior Court.  Preliminary plat approvals are valid for three years.  Once improvements are constructed and approved by the Town and all conditions of preliminary plat approval are completed, the applicant must apply for final plat approval on forms provided by the Town.
Preliminary plat applications shall contain the following information or will be deemed incomplete by the Town:

· A vicinity map indicating the property to be subdivided
· Legal descriptions of the property to be subdivided (include electronic copy if available)
· Name and address of all persons holding interest in the property including easement rights and interests.
· A current title certificate (subdivision guarantee to the Town of Concrete).

· Drainage report, transportation impact analysis report, and critical areas report as required by the Town.

· The plat shall contain the following information (submit 15 copies of the plat map):

· Name of proposed subdivision and all adjoining plats.

· Standard survey data, including north point and scale.
· Location of existing property lines, all utilities, streets, buildings, critical areas, watercourses, and all general features. (May be shown on a separate exhibit)
· All proposed names, dimensions, and locations of streets, alleys, utilities (water, sewer, and drainage), access and utility easements, parks, lots, and building lines.

· Location of streets and utilities in adjoining plats, including any proposed extensions.

· Name, address, telephone number, and seal of registered land surveyor who made the survey.  Include the survey date.

· All existing monuments and makers located by the survey.
· Zoning classification of land within the plat.
· Conditions or limitations of dedications, including slope rights.
· Existing and proposed contours.
· A signature block for all parties with an ownership interest in the land to be subdivided.
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
