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SHORT SUBDIVISION APPLICATION

A Short Subdivision Application is a Class III Land Use Action which requires a report and recommendation by Town staff to the Town Council with a final decision by the Town Council following one open record public hearing.  Appeals of the Town Council decision are made to Skagit County Superior Court. 

Short Subdivision Applications shall contain the following information or will be deemed incomplete by the Town:

· A vicinity map indicating the property to be subdivided
· A plot plan showing the locations and dimensions of existing buildings

· Legal descriptions of the property to be subdivided

· Name and address of the owner(s) of the tract

· Location of existing roadways, sanitary sewer, storm drain, and water mains.

· A current title certificate (subdivision guarantee to the Town of Concrete).

· The plat shall contain the following information (submit 10 copies of the plat):

· Standard survey data

· All proposed street improvements

· A certificate giving a full correct description of lands to be divided as they appear on the short plat, including a statement that the short subdivision has been made with the free consent and in accordance with the desires of the property owner(s).

· Any dedications shall be accompanied by a certificate of dedication and contain the dedication of streets and other areas to the public, as shown on the short plat and a waiver of all claims for damages which may occur to adjacent land as a result of the construction, drainage, and maintenance of the roads. 

· Roads not dedicated to the public must be clearly marked on the face of the short plat.

· A signature block for all parties with an ownership interest in the land to be subdivided.
Short Plats are reviewed based on the following criteria:
1.  Conformance with applicable comprehensive plan policies and zoning ordinances.

2.  Adequacy of access for vehicles, utilities and fire protection.

3.  Adequacy of drainage, water supply, and sanitary sewer

4.  Whether the public use and interests are served by permitting the proposed short plat.

The decision by Town staff may include specific conditions imposed in order to meet the provisions of CMC 17.12, and is subject to further review by the Town Council, following a Notice of Application and a comment period.

If the Town elects to use the services of a consultant or attorney, the applicant/developer shall pay to the Town all actual fees incurred.
