The Airport Layout Plan has already been sent to the State Department of Transportation for their approval. The Council has applied for a grant to conduct a survey of the eastern end of the airport property. Tree management was discussed as well as windsock placement.

The Mayor updated the Planning Commissioners on the Town of Concrete water source. 

Discussion of mitigating the flooding of Cedar Street and being able to assist the Fisheries Enhancement group with the little Baker project water flow at the same time. 

Chairs Report: Nothing to report.
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Park Committee: We discussed the need to identify the Town of Concrete Parks. To conduct a survey for the Parks to be able to identify the needs of users and set goals.

Mr. Billman informed the Commissioners that the Town of Concrete applied for a grant to purchase a wood chipper through the Northwest Washington Clean Air Agency fund the town should be informed on the status of the grant by mid March. The idea of setting up a community composting area near the east portion of Silo Park was discussed. Planting flowers on the west rise near the Silos and the parking area was brought up.

Old Business: With the Mayors announcement that the Airport Layout plan has been sent to the State DOT the Airport Layout Plan was removed from the agenda.

New Business: No new business at this time.
