7:18 PM:  The meeting was called to order by Vice Chair George Theodoratus. 

Roll Call:  Darla Feetham, George Theodoratus, Doug Gates, Don Payne, and John Burmaster. Commissioners absent: Tim Cooley, Carol Pederson, and Jason Miller.

Audience Present:  Mayor Jack Billman, Jack Mears, Mike Criner, and Robin Feetham.

Approval of Minutes:  The minutes of the May 2, 2006 meeting were reviewed.  The Commission discussed the wording of the minutes to reflect the intent of the discussions regarding the Airport Land Use District. The Commission tabled the minutes to the next meeting for further review and modification. 
Public Participation:  Mayor Billman discussed the broadband grant for eastern Skagit County.  The Mayor informed the Commission that the grant had been turned over to the Skagit Public Utility District for administration and that all town buildings would be eligible to receive broadband service.
OLD BUSINESS

Chairs Report:  No Chairs Report.
NEW BUSINESS

Airport Land Use District:  The Planning Commission discussed the possibility of allowing fueling stations at the Concrete Municipal Airport as a permitted primary use, and that the location in relation to hangars and the runway as an important factor to consider. 

The Commission reviewed section 19.20.020(2) regarding the size of the apartments and usage by tenants and agreed that the use must be incidental to the use as an airplane hangar and shall be used in accordance with the lease requirements. 

The Commission also discussed the language required site plan review and the legal non-conforming use provisions.  Discussion further ensued regarding the storage of vehicles and living in recreational vehicles on airport property.  Councilmember Jack Mears described the Airport Protection Act which includes provisions to protect airport facilities.  The Commission discussed adding the avigation easement language to the performance standards in the zoning code to apply to all land use districts adjacent to the airport. 
Critical Areas Ordinance:  The Planning Commission continued discussions of the draft ordinance; the need to complete an inventory and categorization of wetlands; and the Lorenzen Creek settlement agreement.   
Consolidated Planning Procedures:  The Commission continued discussions of amendments to the Planning Procedures ordinance.  Discussion was held regarding the appropriate hearing body for specific types of land use permits, as well as the need to ensure consistency in the hearing process and regular quorums. 
Next Meeting:

May 8, 2006 GMA Workshop with Town Council at 6:30 PM:  Agenda items include the draft critical areas ordinance, the Airport Land Use District, and the Consolidated Planning Procedures.
May 16, 2006 – Regular Planning Commission meeting.
