Town Center Signage:  Jason Miller attended the Chamber of Commerce meeting and presented the Town Center Signage idea to members. Jason reported that the Chamber was very receptive to the idea and expressed their support 100%. Discussion ensued on the use of vinyl materials, design, permission from Town Council to dig holes for the sign, contacting tribal communities regarding funding assistance, and the use of paint or varnish.
