planning commission meeting

January 15, 2008
7:05 PM: The meeting was called to order by Chair Tim Cooley
Roll Call: George Theodoratus, Chris Jansen, Don Payne, Doug Gates, Robert Dileo, and Dani McGee.  Commissioners absent:  Marty Glaser. 
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the Minutes of October 2, 2007 was made by George Theodoratus. A second to the motion was made by Don Payne. The motion carried unanimously.

Audience Participation:  Brian Hansen, owner of the Concrete Self Storage, reviewed his proposed free standing sign for the development.  Mr. Hansen explained the sign will require a height and size variance.  He noted the sign is located approximately 200 feet from Highway 20 and 12 to 14 feet below the grade of the highway.  

The commissioners noted that the “electronic message center” portion of the sign requires Planning Commission review and approval.  The variances will require Town Planner approval under CMC 18.08.030 (4) Class II Actions.
Town Planner, Rick Cisar explained the height limitation under the current sign code allows a freestanding 9 feet high and 20 square feet in area per sign face.  Review and approval by Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) maybe required under the Scenic Vista Act.  He will contact WSDOT to determine if they have jurisdiction.
 Mr. Hansen indicated he will apply for variances and review by the Planning Commission.

Rick Cisar, Town Planner, reviewed his background with the commission, noting he is retired and has 39 years of experience in City, County and Regional Planning Organizations.  Thereafter, each of the Planning Commission members reviewed their background and reasons for serving on the commission. 

E.  Discussion 2008 Work Program
1. Discussion ensued regarding a Mission Statement for the Town. The Commission suggested the Town Planner look at the County Mission Statement and bring it to the Commission for discussion.
2. The commission requested the Town Planner to review the commission’s previous recommendation to the Council regarding their involvement in the review and recommendation for development proposals.
3.  The Town Planner explained he is currently reviewing the development codes and procedures in order to suggest possible amendments to improve the readability of the codes and improve the development and review process.  He also noted he is preparing a 2008 meeting Calendar and schedule for the commission’s consideration at the February 5, meeting.
