planning commission meeting

August 19, 2008
7:07 PM:  The meeting was called to order by Chair Don Payne.
Roll Call:  Doug Gates, Jason Driver, Dani Magee, and George Theodoratus.  Commissioners absent:    Chris Jansen, Marty Glaser and Tim Cooley. 
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the Minutes of June 3, 2008 meeting was made by Doug Gates. A second to the motion was made by Jason Driver. The motion carried unanimously.

Audience Participation:  None
OLD BUSINESS

Chairs Report:  No report. 

Parks Committee Update: 
Dani Magee explained the public works department had removed the old soil and asphalt from Bear Square and added new soil.  Nicolette Thornton is preparing a design for the Bear Square landscaping and has replanted the “Welcome to Concrete” sign on SR 20.  The apple tree at the Garden Club Park has been removed as well as the stumps.  The upper level of the park has been seeded and a picnic table placed.  The horseshoe pits will be located on the upper level of the park.  The gazebo will be located on the lower and eastern portion of the park.  Skagit Redi Mix has donated the cement for the floor of the gazebo.  Public works will provide additional top soil at Bear Square and it will ready for replanting.    
Town Center Signage: 
Doug Gates explained the sign will be carved during the same weekend as the Chamber’s Fall Colors event from October 9-12.  George Theodoratus is providing replacement logs for the sign.  The proposed location of the sign will require relocation of the existing chain link fence.   
Update Critical Area Regulations (CAR):

Town Planner Cisar explained the Town did not receive any comments on the Environmental Determination (DNS) issued for the CAR.  He has received comments from the Department of Ecology and provided copies to the commission. He noted no comments were received from CTED during their 60 day review period for new regulations.  He will be meeting with our consultants Graham Bunting to review the CAR mapping work the County GIS department has prepared as part of the updating of the updating the CAR.  He will also review Ecology’s comments with them and prepare revisions to the draft CAR based on their recommendations.  He anticipates a public meeting and public hearing on the CAO in September/October.  He noted we are on schedule to meet the State’s December deadline. 

Update Engineering Design Standards:
Town Planner Cisar reported no comments have been received on the revised standards from the SEPA reviewing agencies or development review agencies (utilities) that were sent a copy and asked to review and comment.
He explained he is preparing the ordinance to adopt the new standards and will be scheduling a public hearing before the Town Council.  He noted the April 2008 copy includes all the revisions recommended at the Town Council/Planning Commission workshop.

George Theodoratus recommended the variance section include the Town Planner, Town Engineering and Public Works Director.  The commissioner members agreed with this recommendation.

Town Planner Cisar advised the commission the Town Council conducts the Open Record hearing on the new Engineering Design Standards.  He will notify the commission of the hearing date so the commission members can participate in the hearing.  If they have any additional comments on the standards prior to the hearing please let him know.

NEW BUSINESS
Election of Secretary

Town Planner Cisar advised the commission that Robert Dileo had resigned from the commission in June.  Robert served as secretary for the commission so election of new secretary is necessary. He noted staff prepares the minutes and would review them with the secretary prior to preparing the final draft.

Commissioner Gates moved to elected Dani Magee as secretary.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Driver.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMISSIONER REQUEST AND REPORT
The commission discussed current and proposed projects under review by the Town. They were concerned about the deadline for granting any extension for the demolition of the grade school and asked Town Planner Cisar to look into it. 

Next Meeting: Town Planner Cisar advised the Commission the next meeting is on the second Tuesday, September 9 because of the Labor Day holiday.
