7:10 PM:  The meeting was called to order Chair Don Payne
Roll Call:  Vice Chair George Theodoratus, Doug Gates, Jason Driver, Brock Tenney, and 
Chair Don Payne.

Approval of Minutes:  A motion to approve the Minutes of the December 2, 2008 meeting was made by Brock Tenney.  A second to the motion was made by Jason Driver. The motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

Chairs Report:  Town Planner Cisar advised the commission that the Critical Areas Regulations (CAR) and the Recreational Vehicle (RV) standards were approved by the Town Council at their December 8, 2008 meeting. The State Department of Community, Trade and Economic Development  in a December 9, 2008 letter acknowledged receipt of new regulations and noted the Town has met the procedural requirements under RCW 36.70A.106. Town Planner Cisar commended the Planning Commission for all their hard work on the Critical Areas Regulations and the RV standards.
Parks Committee Update: No report
NEW BUSINESS:
a. Election of Chairman

Don Payne was nominated by George Theodoratus and Jason Driver was nominated by Don Payne.  Jason Driver received 3 votes and was elected Chairman for 2009.

b. Election of Vice-Chairman

George Theodoratus nominated Brock Tenney for Vice-chairman. No other nominations were made.  Brock Tenney received 5 votes and was elected Vice-Chairman for 2009.

c. Election of Secretary

Doug Gates nominated Dani Magee for secretary.  No other nominations were made.    Dani Magee was elected Secretary for 2009.

d. Election of Parks Committee Representative

Jason Driver nominated George Theodoratus to serve as Parks Committee  Representative because of his interest in the Town’s Trail System. George Theodoratus suggested Dani Magee be designated as an alternate to the committee.  All commission members agreed and approved the nomination of George Theodoratus as Parks Committee Representative with Dani Magee as the alternate committee representative.
e. Approval of 2009 Meeting Schedule

A motion to approve the 2009 meeting schedule was made by Jason Driver.  A second   to the motion was made by Brock Tenney.  The motion carried unanimously.

f. Public Hearing to consider amending the CL-Commercial/Light Industry zoning District to add Mini-Storage as a Conditional Use.

Chairman Don Payne opened the Public Hearing on the proposed amendment to the CL-Commercial/Light Industry zoning District to add Mini-Storage as a Conditional Use.

Town Planner Cisar explained the amendment would clarify the intent of the CL-   Commercial/Light Industry zoning district by adding mini-storage warehouses as a Conditional Use.  The existing Concrete Mini-Storage would like to complete phase 5 of the development and the amendment will support the expansion and clarify the previous actions of the Town Council under the old zoning code requirements in approving phases 1 through 4. 
Chairman Payne asked for public comments on the amendment.  There were no public comments.  Chairman Payne closed the public hearing and requested comments from the commission.

 The commission asked Town Planner Cisar to discuss the approval process for a conditional use permit. Cisar noted the Town Council would conduct a public hearing and approve the site and development plans for the next phase. 
Discussion closed with Jason Driver moving to approve the amendment and passing it on to the Town Council for adoption.  A second to the motion was made by Brock Tenney.  The motion carried unanimously.

g. 2009 Work Program

Town Planner Cisar reviewed the 2009 work program and explained the zoning of the Airport from the Public Lands district to the Airport Land District.  He explained the concept of Accessory Dwelling Units (ADUs) and the various zoning and utility requirements for the units.  He noted he will provide a draft ordinance of ADU zoning requirements at the next meeting in order begin discussions for a future zoning code amendment.  
Town Planner Cisar request the commission review the proposed work program and suggest any addition or deletions.

COMMISSIONER REQUEST AND REPORT:

Chairman Payne asked Town Planner Cisar if he could develop a training program for the members to define the role and function of the commission.  Town Planner Cisar explained he would order some training materials for the commission and look a workshops conducted by the Association of Washington Cities (AWC).
