planning commission meeting
Minutes 
October 6, 2009
7:00 PM:  The meeting was called to order by Chair Jason Driver
Roll Call:   Jason Driver, George Theodoratus, Judie Legg, Michael Apple, Doug Gates and Don Payne.  Commissioners absent: Dani Magee and Jean Johnson excused due to illness. 
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the August 18, 2009 minutes was made by Commissioner Legg.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Payne.  The motion carried unanimously.
A motion to approve the September 15, 2009 minutes was made by Commissioner Legg.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Apple.  The motion carried unanimously.
Audience Members:  none
Old Business: 
Chairs Report: Chairman Driver explained Brock Tenney recently moved to Mount Vernon and has resigned from the commission.  He advised the commission that Shelle Timmer has applied for Brock’s position and will be interviewed by the Town Council at their October 13, 2009 meeting.
Parks Committee: Update City planner Cisar explained the Public Works Department has put several coats of log oil on the Downtown sign and new signs have been added.  He noted Urban Forestry has donated a street tree to the town.  The tree is a 2 1/2” Red Maple about 12 to 15 feet in height.  The tree will be planted later this month in Silo Park by the Public Works Department. He also mentioned the town has been asked about developing a BMX bike track in Silo Park similar to the one in Sedro Woolley.  He said he contacted Sedro Woolley to request their plans and they advised him to have the kids design and layout the track.  The Town has asked the kids to develop a design for review by the town.   
 Planner Update:   Planner Cisar explained the town recently received a request for our Mobile Food Van Regulations.   He advised the commission the town currently has no specific regulations or requirements.  The County Health Department issues a permit and the town requires a business license.   He contacted Burlington and Mount Vernon and both have regulations for Mobile food Vans and Espresso Stands.  He therefore developed the attached standards which incorporate both town and health department requirements.  He noted the Health 

Department requires restrooms within 200 feet of the van or stand for employees and customers if tables are provided.  Lastly, he reviewed the e-mail from Jason Miller “Enough about Density”.
New Business:
a.     Public Hearing Mobile Food Vans and Espresso Stand Regulations              
Ordinance numbers 652 and 654. 
Chairman Driver opened the Public Hearing at 7:28 pm and reviewed the Public Hearing procedures.   He requested staff to provide an overview of the regulations.
Town Planner Cisar explained the current code is silent to any standards or regulations for Mobile Food Vans and Espresso Stands and has therefore developed the proposed regulations and standards contained in Ordinances 652 and 654. The standards are similar to Burlington’s and Mount Vernon’s regulations and incorporate the Skagit County Health Department requirements.  He noted he had prepared a SEPA checklist and issued a DNS for the regulations on September 15, 2009 and has not received any comments or appeals. He also provided copies of the regulations to the State Department of Commerce and requested a 10 day expedited review which was granted on September 28, 2009.  The Department had no comments on the proposed regulations.
He explained the mobile food vans and espresso stands are only allowed in the Commercial/Light Industry and I-Industrial zoning districts.   They are not permitted in the TC-Town Center Zoning District the Town Council will approve all applications and permits which are valid for 6 months. 

Chairman Driver noted there is no one in the audience to comment on the Ordinances 652 or 654.

Chairman Driver asked if the proposed regulations will affect the existing Espresso stand.  Town planner Cisar their permits were issued as accessory use and they obtained a town business license and health department permit. The new regulations will not effect on their operation.  In fact the regulations would have expedited their review and permitting processing.  The Town had to verify the unit was in fact a mobile unit that could be moved before the Health Department would issue a permit.

No other comments were made by the audience or planning commission.

Chairman Driver requested a motion to close the Public Hearing at 7:38 P.M.  Commissioner Legg moved to close the public hearing.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Apple.  The motion carried unanimously.
Chairman Driver requested separate motions on Ordinances numbers 652 and 654 for Mobile Food Vans and Espresso Stands.

Commissioner Gates moved to approve Ordinance 652 and recommend adoption to the Town Council.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously. Commissioner Apple moved to approve Ordinance 654 and recommend adoption to the Town Council.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously.
Town Planner Cisar said he would schedule a public hearing before the Town Council to consider the Planning Commission recommendations.

b.    Discussion “Chapter 7 Utilities” Comprehensive Plan pages (88-89).
Town Planner Cisar reviewed pages 88 and 89 of the Comprehensive Plan and noted gas service is available 22 miles west of town near mile marker 67. He explained no major updates are required for this section. 

Commissioner Apple noted mile marker 67 is the located near the beginning of the Horse Trail and parking area on highway 20.
  c.   Election Planning Commission Vice-Chair:

        Chairman Driver requested nominations from each of the commission members for Vice- 

        Chair.  Three (3) votes each were received for Commissioner Judie Legg and Commissioner
        Michael Apple.       
        Town Planner Cisar was asked to toss a coin to determine the new Vice-Chair.  Michael                      
         Apple won the coin toss and election for Vice-Chair.
Commissioner Requests and Reports:
 Chairman Driver reviewed the Planning Commission By-Laws which were approved by the commission on March 6th of 2005.  He noted he can vote on any question and vote in case of a tie. He also explained a student position was established for a High School student who is at least16 years or older.  The position may be filled based on a recommendation from the school faculty.  He said he would contact the school district and request a recommendation for a student to serve on the commission for a 10 month term.
Items for Next Meeting:  
Town Planner Cisar advised the Planning Commission the next meeting will be held on November 10, the second Tuesday because of Election Day on first Tuesday November 3rd.
