planning commission meeting
Minutes 
November 10, 2009
7:00 PM:  The meeting was called to order by Chair Jason Driver.
Roll Call:   Jason Driver, George Theodoratus, Judie Legg, Doug Gates and Don Payne.  Commissioners absent:  Michael Apple, Dani Magee, Shelle Timmer and Jean Johnson. 
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the October 6, 2009 minutes was made by Commissioner Theodoratus.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously.
Audience Members:  none
Old Business: 
Chairs Report: Chairman Driver explained Shelle Timmer was appointed by the Town Council to fill Brock Tenney position.  He noted Brock recently moved to Mount Vernon  and  Shelle Timmer was interviewed by the Town Council at their October 13, 2009 meeting.
Parks Committee:  No report. 
 Planner Update:   
1. Mobile Food Van and Espresso Stand Regulations.  
Town Planner Cisar advised the commission the Town Council approved Ordinances 652 and 654 providing for Mobile Food Vans and Espresso Stands at their November 9, 2009 meeting.  The council made one change to Ordinance 654 reducing the size of the stands from 300 to 200 square feet.

2. Future Urban Growth Area (UGA) expansion.

Town Planner Cisar explained Skagit County is working with all the Towns and Cities in the county to determine future Urban Growth Areas (UGA) and population allocations.  He reviewed the Town aerial photo/UGA map and explained expansion of the UGA could fill in the areas south of the existing town limits and UGA to the Skagit river, West to the where Highway 20 and the Skagit River intersect (Dalles Road) and the developable areas located North and West of the UGA in the vicinity and southwest of the Town’s water source.
3.  Shoreline Master Program (Grant and Contract).
Town Planner Cisar explained the Town Council approved a contract with       Graham-Bunting to complete the update to the Shoreline Master Plan (SMP).  The update will include portions of the Skagit River, the Baker River and a portion of Lake Shannon.  The Town received formal approval of the $50,000 grant award for the Department of Ecology (DOE) early this week. 
New Business:
a.  Discussion “Chapter 8 Economic Development” Comprehensive Plan pages 90 to 96.

Town planner Cisar reviewed chapter 8 with the commission and noted much of the information in the chapter is 2000 census data.  He explained those section will be updated to reflect the 2010 census data when it becomes available.  He furthered reviewed major employers in the area including PSE, the school district and Albert’s Red Apple.  He noted the average commute to work was 35 minutes, based again, on the 2000 census.  He explained the Goals and Policies section on pages 95 and 96 will be updated to incorporate the recommendations of Visioning steering committee in the” Imagine Concrete” five initiatives.
Commissioner Requests and Reports:
 Chairman Driver requested the Planning Commission By-Laws which were approved by the commission on March 6th of 2005 be scheduled for review.  He noted he, as Chairman, can vote on any question and vote in case of a tie. He believes the Chairman should only vote in the case of a tie vote. He also explained he has been in contact with School Superintendent Hawkings and she is screening possible students for the student position on the commission.
Town Planner Cisar advised the commission the Fire Chief, Building Inspector, and 
Town Planner met with the new owners of the hotel regarding redevelopment plans for the building.  He explained they are considering 7 bed and breakfast units and restaurant in the building.
Town Planner Cisar also advised the commission he is having surgery and may not be available for the December meeting. The commission therefore recommended canceling the December meeting.
