planning commission meeting
Minutes 
January 5, 2010
7:02 PM:  The meeting was called to order by Chair Jason Driver.
Roll Call:   Jason Driver, George Theodoratus, Judie Legg, Doug Gates, Don Payne, Dani Magee and Shelle Timmer.  Commissioners absent Jean Johnson. 
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the November 10, 2009 minutes was made by Commissioner Magee.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously.
Audience Members:  Al Fabrick and Eric Archuletta
Old Business: 
a. Chairs Report: Chairman Driver explained he will contact School Superintendent Hawkings tomorrow regarding a recommendation for high school student to serve in the student position on the commission.
     b.   Parks Committee:  No report. 
c. Planner Update:   
         Shoreline Master Program (Grant and Contract).
Town Planner Cisar explained the Town received the approved contract from the Department of Ecology for the Shoreline Master Program (SMP) update. He noted the consulting firm of Graham-Bunting has been retained to complete the update which is scheduled for completion by June 30, 2010.  The Town received a $50,000 grant award from the Department of Ecology (DOE) to complete the update

Lorenzan Creek Planting. 
Town Planner Cisar referenced the letter in the agenda packet explaining the Junior Steam Stewards program with the Concrete 8th graders.  The planting of Lorenzan creek is scheduled for March 18, 2010.  The project would start 100 feet east of Superior Street and continue for approximately 100 feet.  He also advised the commission of discussions to relocate Lorenzan Creek to the north side of Hwy 20 through Silo Park.  This would eliminate the flooding problems along Cedar and Superior streets.    He noted this would be a long term project.
Planning Commission Vacancy
Town Planner Cisar explained Mr. William Phillips and Mr. Al Fabrick have applied for Michael Apples’ position on the commission.  The Town Council will interview the two candidates next Monday at their January 11, 2010 meeting.

New Business:
a. Presentation/Discussion “Imagine Concrete” Initiatives (Eric Archuletta)

Eric Archuletta reviewed the attached “Imagine Concrete Brief “he had prepared for this evening meeting.  He provided a brief history of visioning process which was authorized by the Town Council on January 26, 2009.  The workshops were held on April 18, 2009 and June 26, 2009.  From this process a Vision Statement for the desired future direction for Concrete was developed along with five (5) initiatives.  He briefly reviewed Initiative 4 “Zoning and Planning” which will directly involve the Planning Commission and amendments to the Town’s development codes.
A brief question and answer session followed on the Initiative 4 with Town Planner Cisar explaining the process to incorporate and implement the recommendations (initiatives) into the Comprehensive Plan and development and zoning regulations.
Eric emphasized the Visioning Statement should be displayed throughout the Town on signs and banners and the web site to insure it remains a focal point for future community discussions, programs and projects.
Eric concluded his presentation with a pictorial video overview of the visioning process and a video he prepared which visualizes his own personal impressions of the town and citizens of Concrete.   He explained the Visioning Video was part of his Master’s Thesis presentation.  He noted he graduated and received his Masters Degree last December.
Chairman Driver and the planning commission members thanked Eric for his excellent presentation and all his hard work with the Visioning processes.
a. Election of Chairman  

                 Don Payne moved to nominated Jason Driver for Chairman.  
 A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried       unanimously. 

b. Election of Vice-Chairman

George Theodoratus moved to nominate Don Payne for Vice-Chairman.  A second to         the motion was made by Commissioner Magee.  The motion carried unanimously. 
c. Election of Secretary
George Theodoratus moved to nominate Dani Magee as Secretary.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously.

d. Election of Parks Committee Representative 
Commissioners Theodoratus and Magee agreed to serve on the Parks Committee for another year.  The Commission unanimously approved their appointments for another year.
e. Approval of 2010 Meeting Schedule

Town Planner Cisar reviewed the 2010 meeting schedule and explained November 9, 2010 was the only change do to election day.  The regular meetings will held on the 1st Tuesday of each month and the 3rd Tuesday reserved for additional meetings/workshops.  Shelle Timmer moved to approve the 2010 meeting schedule.  A second to the motion was made by commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously.
f. Review of 2010 Work Program

Town Planner Cisar reviewed the proposed work program for 2010 explaining the Shoreline Master Program, Capital Facilities Plan and incorporating the “Imagine Concrete” initiatives in the Comprehensive Plan and development codes will be priorities for the year.  The zoning code will continued to be reviewed for updates.  He requested commission members to contact him regarding any items they may have for the work program.
g. Review Planning Commission By-Laws Article IV (2.) Chairperson voting

Chairman Driver explained he has requested the Planning Commission By-Laws, which were approved on March 6th of 2005, be reviewed this evening.  He noted he, as Chairman, can vote on any question and vote in case of a tie. He believes the Chairman should only vote in the case of a tie vote.  
Town Planner Cisar also advised the commission the By-Laws indicate the Planning Commission is composed of 11 members.  The membership was changed to nine (9) members in 2007 by the Town Council.  Discussion followed with Chairman Driver moving to amend the By-Laws as discussed. A second to the motion was made by commissioner Magee.  The motion carried unanimously. Town Planner Cisar said he would make the changes and bring the revised By-Laws back to the commission for their February 2nd meeting.
