planning commission meeting
Minutes 
May 4, 2010
7:10 PM:  Chair Jason Driver noted for the record a quorum was not present.
Roll Call:   Jason Driver, Judie Legg, Don Payne, Al Fabrick. Commissioners absent:  Dani Magee, George Theodoratus, Doug Gates, Shelle Timmer, and Bill Phillips.    Commissioner Gates arrived at the meeting at 7:28 PM.
Since a quorum was not present Town Planner Cisar advised the commission they could review the discussions items on the agenda and defer approval of the minutes until the June meeting. 
Audience Members:  None
Old Business: 
a. Chairs Report: Chairman Driver explained he talked to School Superintendent Hawkings regarding the student appointment for the start of the next school year. 
b. Parks Committee:  Town Planner Cisar explained the Parks Committee meeting was canceled in order to have the tour of the Lone Star Building.
c. Imagine Concrete Steering Committee Update; Town Planner Cisar explained the April 15, 2010 Workshop Minutes were included in the agenda packet.  It was the consensus of all involved in the meeting to house Town Hall, the Library, the Chamber of Commerce/Department of Tourism/Department of Licensing and something for the kids in the building. 
c. Planner Update: Town Planner Cisar reviewed the recommendations of the April 12, 2010 Workshop, Sheriff Department Enforcement of Town Ordinances.  It was the consensus of the Town Council to pursue the enforcement of park closures, loitering and public disturbances in the Town Center district, no shooting within town limits, noise nuisances, and no vehicles, off road or otherwise in the park areas. 
7:28 PM Commissioner Gates arrived at the meeting.  Chairman Driver declared a quorum was now present and would therefore consider a motion on the April 6, 2010 meeting minutes.

 Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the April 6, 2010 minutes was made by Commissioner Payne.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously.

New Business:
a. Discussion Draft Design Review Board Organization and Downtown Urban Design Guidelines.
Town Planner Cisar explained he has revised the two code amendments for the Design Review Board (DRB) and  incorporated them into  Ordinance No. 661   which establishes the “suggestive guidelines /design standards “  for the Town Center District and provides for staff review of applications with final approval by the Town Council.
He further explained he had provided a copy of Ordinance 661 to the Town Council and briefed them on the progress of the Design Standards at their April 26, 2010 meeting. He noted the Town was granted Expedited Review by the Department of Commerce for the proposed standards and that he had completed the required environmental review.  To date no comments have been received of the proposed standards by any agencies of the general public. He will therefore schedule a Public Hearing on the proposed Ordinance 661 for the June 1, 2010 commission meeting.
Commissioner Payne expressed his concern with another set of regulations which over time maybe more restrictive for developments in the Town Center District.  Planner Cisar explained any changes to the “suggestive standards” will require additional public hearings, Department of Commerce review, another environmental review, and Town Council approval.

Commissioner Payne said he was also concerned about the application cost of $120 and the requirement to review signs under the standards. He suggested the application cost be part of the building permit cost and sign review be excluded from review.  Planner Cisar advised those changes could be part of the Commission’s recommendation to the Town Council.  He noted several changes have already been made by the commission their review of the proposed standards.

a.  A public hearing on the revised Design Review Board (DBR) process and guidelines discussed this evening.
