planning commission meeting
Minutes 
June 1, 2010
7:00 PM:  Chair Jason Driver called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Roll Call:   Chairman Jason Driver, Judie Legg, Vice Chairman Don Payne, Al Fabrick, George Theodoratus, Doug Gates, Shelle Timmer, Bill Phillips.    Commissioners absent:  Dani Magee.
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the May 4, 2010 minutes was made by Commissioner Phillips.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously.

Audience Members:  None
Old Business: 
a. Chairs Report: Chairman Driver reminded the commission of Community Movie Night’s flyer in their agenda packet.  The first movie night is June 11. 
b. Parks Committee:  Town Planner Cisar explained Jason Miller advised the Town Council the fence was up for the Community Garden.  The garden is 79 feet wide and 250 feet long.  
c. Imagine Concrete Steering Committee Update: Commissioner Timmer explained Paul Johnson the USDA representative was at the May 12 committee meeting.  Paul offered his support for future visioning efforts and projects. She then provided and overview of the Community Garden which was a project of the Visioning effort and noted recent damage to the fence had already been repaired.   She explained the beds will be 6, 8 and 12’ long and 4’ in width.  
d. Planner Update: Town Planner Cisar explained requests for proposals we send to survey firms in the area for cost estimates to survey the relocation of Lorenzon Creek.  He circulated aerial photos which identified the proposed relocation. 
Town Planner Cisar explained he has spoken with Oscar Graham regarding an initial meeting to start the Shoreline Master Plan Update.  He noted they discussed the 15th or 22nd of this month.

New Business:
a. PUBLIC HEARING:   Town Center Downtown Urban Design Guidelines (Ordinance 661).
Chairman Driver opened the public hearing at 7:30 PM.
Town Planner Cisar reviewed the work the Planning Commission had completed on the Guidelines beginning in February with the initial drafts for the Design Review Board (DRB) and Design Guidelines for the Town Center District. He noted Ordinance No. 661 establishes “suggestive guidelines /design standards “for the Town Center District and provides for staff review of applications with final approval by the Town Council.
He further explained he had provided a copy of Ordinance 661 to the Town Council and briefed them on the progress of the Design Standards at their April 26, 2010 meeting. He noted the Town was granted Expedited Review by the Department of Commerce for the proposed standards and that he had completed the required environmental review.  To date no comments have been received of the proposed standards by any agencies of the general public. He has therefore scheduled a Public Hearing on the proposed Ordinance 661 for tonight’s commission meeting.
Commissioner Payne expressed his concern with another set of regulations which over time maybe more restrictive for developments in the Town Center District.  Planner Cisar explained any changes to the “suggestive standards” will require additional public hearings, Department of Commerce review, another environmental review, and Town Council approval.

Commission Timmer reviewed the Visioning process for the commission and the specific dates of meetings, workshops and presentations to the Town Council.  She noted Design Standards and a Design Review Board received the higher number of votes during the visioning workshop.
Town Planner Cisar explained the commission discussed the requirements for sign review and application costs at the May 4 meeting.  He handed out copies of revised sections 19.36.050 and 19.36.070 which provided for staff review of sign applications with appeals to the Town Council and no application review fees in order to support the development and redevelopment efforts in the Town Center District. 

Commissioner Theodoratus suggested the Planning Commission be included in (5) 19.36.050 A. and also in (9) 19.36.100 to assist Town staff, as necessary, in the review of an application. 
Chairman Driver requested comments from the public on the Design Guidelines and proposed Ordinance Number 661.

Chairman Driver noted, for the record, there were not comments or questions from the public.

Chairman Driver requested addition comments or questions from the Staff and the Planning Commission. 
Chairman Driver noted there were no further comments from the commission and staff and closed the Public Hearing at 8:25 PM.

Commissioner Timmer moved to recommend approval of the Design Standards for the Town Center District, Ordinance 661, with the amendments as proposed by staff and Commissioner Theodoratus.  A second to the motion was made by commissioner Legg.  Vote on the Motion was 6 for and 1 against.
For: Commissioners Gates, Theodoratus, Legg, Timmer, Fabrick and Gates.
Against: Commissioner Payne

b. Canceling July 6, meeting and scheduling next regular meeting for August 17, 2010.
Commissioner Theodoratus moved to cancel the July 6, meeting and scheduling the next regular meeting on August 17, 2010.  Commissioner Gates seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Requests and Reports:  
 1. Commissioner Phillips explained, because of health reasons, he will resign from the Planning Commission after tonight’s meeting.  Chairman Driver thanked Commission Phillips for his service on the commission and urged him stay on and attend what meeting he was able to.
 2. Commissioner Timmer noted she will be moving to New Mexico and will be resigning for the commission at a later date.
Items for Next Meeting:
Town Planner Cisar explained June 22 would work for the Shoreline Master Program (SMP) meeting with Oscar Graham.  That will give use time to advertise and mail out notices.  Commissioner members agreed an indicated that date would probably work for them.
Meeting Adjourn:    There being no further business Commissioner Legg moved to adjourn the meeting.   A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Gates.  The motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 8:30 PM.
