planning commission meeting
Minutes 
June 22, 2010
7:03 PM:  Chair Jason Driver called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.
Roll Call:   Chairman Jason Driver, Judie Legg, Vice Chairman Don Payne, Al Fabrick, George Theodoratus, Doug Gates and Dani Magee.    Commissioners absent:  Shelle Trimmer
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the June 1, 2010 minutes was made by Commissioner Magee.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously.

Audience Members:   Jeff McMeekin-PSE and Brock Applegate WDFW
New Business: 
a. Chairs Report: Chairman Driver reminded the commission of Concrete Youth Activity Day on July 22 from 12:30 to 5 PM at Silo Park. 
b. Shoreline Master Program (SMP) Update (Graham-Bunting Associates, Oscar Graham and Pat Bunting)  
Town Planner Cisar introduced Oscar Graham and Pat Bunting and explained the purpose of tonight’s meeting is to provide an update on the SMP for the commission and members of the audience.

 Oscar Graham provided the commission with and outline of his presentation (attached) and explained the information that was provide to the commission at the last SMP meeting. He noted he and Pat Bunting will record all questions by the commission and audience and provide answers tonight or at a later date if additional research if necessary. He explained the information previously provided included a color chart of the six step SMP process, a preliminary jurisdictional map and a draft citizen participation plan.
At tonight’s meeting, he and Pat will review the final jurisdictional map approved by Ecology, the Citizen Participation Plan and Phase 2 Shoreline Inventory and Shoreline Analysis and Characterization.

Pat Bunting handed out final jurisdictional maps, dated April 5, 2010, and an enlarged map legend to the commission and audience. She reviewed the large map display in detail explaining the various designations on the map and the shoreline jurisdiction on the Skagit and Baker Rivers.  She reviewed photos on the display that are within the shoreline jurisdiction. A brief question and answer session follow by the commission, audience and staff. 
Oscar Graham handed our definitions for the various terms use in the Shoreline regulations.  He explained in detail the definition of “Ordinary high water mark” and noted the Department of Ecology will  always make the final determination where ordinary high mark is  if it questionable.  Town Planner Cisar explained in the case of a Shoreline application, the Town will use consultant services to assist staff in reviewing the application and the recommendations of the applicant’s consultant to determine the location of the ordinary high water mark. 
 Mr. Graham noted July 1, 2010 is the start of the new fiscal year for the state and the start of Phase 2, of the SMP, the shoreline inventory.  He explained the details of the tasks in this phase and the products required by the Department of Ecology. They will rely on PSE and local residents to help complete the inventory.  

The question of the restoration of the Little Baker was raised by commissioner Gates.   Mr. Graham explained the inventory will establish a Base Line of existing conditions and identify areas that could be restored. The Little Baker could be part of the restoration plan.  Brock Applegate, WDFW, explained his role in the SMP update will be to assist in the development of the restoration element of the plan.  Commissioner Theodoratus explained the photograph and text in the lobby shows the little Baker and the shingle bolt mill.  The photograph and text will be use to document the location of the Litter Baker for the restoration plan.  Lastly, Mr. Graham said the SMP encourages public access the Rivers or Waters of the State.  Access will also be considered a part of the update.  Town Planner Cisar noted access to the Skagit and Baker rivers is part of the Town’s Trail plan.
Town Planner Cisar introduced Jeff McMeekin, PSE representative and Brock Applegate WDFW representative, to the commission.  There being no further questions or comments, Chairman Driver thanked everyone for their participation at tonight’s meeting and Oscar Graham and Pat Bunting for an excellent presentation.
