planning commission meeting
Minutes 
September 7, 2010
Call Meeting to Order:  Chairman Driver called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Roll Call:   Chairman Jason Driver, Vice Chairman Don Payne, Al Fabrick, George Theodoratus and Doug Gates.    Commissioners absent:  Dani Magee and Judie Legg.
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the June 22, 2010 minutes was made by Commissioner Theodoratus.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Gates.  The motion carried unanimously.

Audience Members:   Bruce Newburn applicant for vacant Planning Commission position
Old Business: 
a. Chairs Report: Chairman Driver Welcome Mr. Newburn to the meeting and noted he will contact Barb Hawkings this week regarding the student appoint to the commission.
b. Parks Committee:   No report
c. Planner Update: Town Planner Cisar explained Mr. Newburn’s application will be reviewed by the Town Council next Monday. He reviewed the information that was provided to the commission including the Visioning Workshop held on August 31, 2010 and the agenda for the Visioning Committee on September 8th.  Planner Cisar also provide copies of Ordinance No. 661 establishing Design Standards for the Town Center Zoning District.  Lastly, he noted PSE has scheduled a meeting on September 9th to discuss the 2011 Tour Season.  The meeting will be held at the Pilot’s Lounge
Town Planner Cisar further explained he has spoken with Oscar Graham regarding the Shoreline Master Plan Update and noted Oscar and Pat Bunting is currently conducting the shoreline inventory.  Mr. Graham also advised they had met with Jeff McMeekin of PSE and toured their facilities as part of the inventory.
New Business:
a.     Discussion “Envision Skagit 2060’
Town Planner Cisar reviewed the information on the” Envision Skagit 2060” and explained the county is attempting to model the future expansion of Skagit County and the cities and towns through 2060.  Planner Cisar explained the Town of Concrete is very limited in future expansions because of the critical areas surrounding the Town and the Skagit river floodplain.  He reviewed the Shoreline and Aerial photos to illustrate the restrictions of future expansions

Town Planner Cisar noted the current town limits has a potential for an additional 172 residential units based on 43 acres of vacant residential property.  The Urban Growth Area (UGA) west of the town limits has 32.5 acres of vacant residential property which could support and additional 130 units.  Future expansion of the UGA could occur south and west of town and outside the floodplain in addition to the Cupples property and the Town’s spring site north of the UGA and west of the town limits.  He noted it may be advisable to bring in the Town’s spring site property into the town limits.  He explained the Skagit County GIS Department is currently mapping these two areas and estimating their approximate acreages.  Cisar noted with this information he can discuss the potential expansion of the Town with county staff.  He noted he will brief the Planning Commission on the results any meetings he may have with the county. 
Commissioner Requests and Reports:  
Continue discussions to support and encourage development in town.

Items for Next Meeting:
Town Planner Cisar explained he will provide an update on the Shoreline inventory being conducted by Graham-Bunting and Associates, suggested zoning code updates, and the water system update by our Town Engineer Reichhardt and Ebe.  The Commission would like to continue discussions and ideas to support and encourage development in town.
Meeting Adjourn:    There being no further business Commissioner Payne moved to adjourn the meeting.   A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Fabrick. The motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 8:04 PM.
