December 7, 2010
Call Meeting to Order:  Vice Chairman Payne called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Roll Call:   Vice Chairman Don Payne, Al Fabrick, Doug Gates, Judie Legg, Chris Jansen,   Bruce Newburn.  Commissioners absent: Jason Driver, Dani Magee, George Theodoratus and Student Commissioner Drake Jansen.
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the November 9, 2010 minutes was made by Commissioner Legg.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Chris Jansen.  The motion carried unanimously.

Planners Update:

Town planner Cisar noted the Town Council will conduct a Public Hearing next Monday December 13, 2010 to consider a new chapter in the municipal code establishing a Historical Preservation and Landmarks Commission. The Town Council, after the adoption of the ordinance can consider appointments to the commission in January of 2011.
New Business
a. Discussion-Jason Miller and Eric Archuletta “Imagine Concrete”.

Jason Miller and Eric Archuletta explained they will be doing a joint presentation and referred the commission to the attachments in their agenda packets and the Imagine Concrete 2009 Annual Report that staff provided to the commission prior to meeting.  Mr. Miller reviewed Eric’s background and explained the Visioning project was part of his Master Degree program.  He noted Imagine Concrete was a grassroots citizen driven visioning effort.  He proceeded to review the report and highlighted the five (5) questions on page 3 of the report. He further explained the process use in establishing the priority projects (green dots) and the responses from the 121 high school students which parallel the results of the workshop.  

Eric Archuletta explained he had reviewed and verified the results (green dot votes) from the workshops to insure the priorities were consistent with the votes cast by the workshop participants.  

Mr. Miller noted a workshop is being planned for next April to review the progress of the committees any consider and adjustments to the current list of projects and/ or add new projects as necessary.

The commission, at this point in the meeting, requested addition information on the Community Garden.  Mr. Miller provided a detail review of the project and noted funding and maintenance of the garden is not the town’s responsibility.  The town collects and maintains the funds for the garden.   The Town has offered to donate some plastic water line for the sprinkler system.  All other costs, including installation of the system will be through donations.
Mr. Miller diagramed the future plans for the garden and explained he is developing rental, maintenance and operating requirements and agreements for all garden lease holders. He noted the City of Anacortes has developed and excellent set of regulations for their community garden and provides a good reference for his efforts.

Mr. Miller explained and emphasis the Visioning Committee, like the Planning Commission reports to the Town Council.  The Town Council must approve the activities and projects of the committee.
Discussion on the Visioning Report closed with the commission thanking Jason and Eric from their presentation and handouts of the Visioning Committee projects.
Town Planner Cisar noted the Planning Commission assists in the implementation of many of the Vision Committee Initiatives.  The commission developed the Design Standards for downtown, developed standards for RV parks, developed the Critical Areas regulations, promoted Tree Lined Streets with the adoption of the new engineering design and construction standards and is currently working on the riverfront park as part of the Shoreline Master Program (SMP) and redevelopment of the Little Baker.

Planner Cisar also explained the Planning Commission will consider appointment of a member to attend the Vision Committee meetings.   Commissioner Newburn indicated he will attend tomorrow’s (12-8-2010) committee meeting at the airport lounge.

b.  2011 Meeting Schedule and Work Program

Town Planner Cisar suggested the commission consider the adoption of the 2011 meeting schedule and defer action on the work program until the January 11, 2011 meeting.  He requested the commission members review the work program and provide additional projects they may have an interest in.

Commissioner Legg moved to adopt the 2011 meeting schedule.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Chris Jensen.  The motion carried unanimously.

He asked Town Planner Cisar if he could prepare a summary for the commission’s information.  Commissioner Jensen explained there is a lot of information on the Town’s web site that may be helpful to the commission
