planning commission meeting
Minutes 
February 1, 2011
Call Meeting to Order:  Chairman Driver called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.
Roll Call: Chairman Jason Driver, George Theodoratus, Al Fabrick, Doug Gates, Judie Legg, and Bruce Newburn.  Commissioners absent:  Vice Chairman Don Payne, Dani Magee, Chris Jansen and Student Commissioner Drake Jansen.
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the January 11, 2011 minutes was made by Commissioner Theodoratus.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Legg.  The motion carried unanimously.
Audience Members:   None
Chairman Driver indicated he would like to move to New Business on the agenda in order to hear the Shoreline Master Program Update by Oscar Graham and Pat Bunting, Graham-Bunting Associates.
New Business:

a.  Shoreline Master Program Update-Oscar Graham-Pat Bunting, Graham-Bunting Associates.
Oscar Graham introduced himself and Pat Bunting to the new commissioner members.  He explained he will follow the outline provided to the Commission (attached and made part of the meeting minutes).  He noted they last met with the commission in June of 2010 and explained the handouts provided to the commission at that meeting.  He explained they will be conducting an Open House this spring in order to provide this information to the property owners and general public. Tonight’s presentation will outline the progress made to date which included conducting site investigations of 5 planning segments which are shown on the aerial photos being handed out by Pat.  The 5 segments, shown on the aerial photos, include:  (1) Southern tip of Lake Shannon, (2)  the Baker River canyon below the dam, (3)  the Baker River channel from the Thompson Bridge to the confluence with the Skagit River, (4) Up-stream Skagit  River from the confluence with the Baker River east to the town limits (5) Downstream Skagit River 1/4 mile west of the confluence (Marty Glaser property) and a  small slew area on what appears to be  part of the old Little Baker channel.  Mr. Graham explained they investigated the location of the floodway and flood plain, critical areas, land use and zoning, degraded areas, areas of special interest, existing and potential public access, and historical photographs depicting shoreline conditions, archaeological and historic resources for each of the five segments.
Mr. Graham explained they will meet with the commission one more time before the Open House to insure all the written documentation and maps are complete and accurate.

At this point in the presentation Mr. Graham and the Planning Commission discussed locations and notices for the Open House which included the High School Commons for the Open House,   providing an article and notice in the Concrete Herald, individual mailings to property owners and parties of interest, attending and providing information at the Visioning Workshop in April and manning an information booth at Cascade Days.  Mr. Graham asked Pat Bunting to discuss her handouts and information.  Pat Bunting explained she will review the individual maps in the handout which included the (1) aerial photo with Shoreline jurisdiction and the planning segments,  (2) Land use and zoning map,(3) Historical Register and Landmarks Properties,  (3) Proposed Bike and Trails Plan, and (4) Preliminary Map of Shoreline Jurisdiction.  Pat indicated the Aerial photo was probably the best map to review the shoreline, land use, and general information. 
Commission Gates noted the Museum has old photographs which show the Little Baker was north of the bridge which is much farther north then we discussed at our last meeting.

Discussion on the SMP update closed with Chairman Driver and the commissioners thanking Oscar and Pat for their excellent presentation. 

Old Business

Chairs report:   Chairman Driver explained he had attended the Visioning Committee meeting on January 19 and provided a copy of the December Planning Commission minutes to the members. He noted the committee and commission will try to keep each other informed as to their projects and activities as well as exchange minutes and attend meetings.  He thanked Commissioner Newburn from his notes of the January 29, 2011 meeting.-
Parks Committee Report: Planner Cisar explained Council Miller has completed several planting beds for the Community Garden and is purchasing irrigation risers for the water system. He also explained a Gazebo is being donated to the garden by a resident of Concrete. 

Visioning Committee Report:   Commissioner Newburn reviewed his notes from the ‘Imagine Concrete’ meeting of January 19, 2011.
Planners Update:

Town planner Cisar reviewed the PSE presentation materials for the new Power House on the Baker River.  PSE provided the information to the Town Council at their January 24 meeting.  He included the information provided to the Town Council in the commission’s agenda packet which provides a good overview of the project. He advised the commission of the Skagit County 2060 meeting at the High School Commons next Tuesday February 8,.from 5 to 7 pm and the “Honey I Shrunk the Lots” presentation at the Lincoln Theater in Mount Vernon on February 15, at 6:30 p.m.  He further explained the Town Council on January 24 approved the appointment of the 9 member Historical Preservation and Landmarks Commission.  The commission’s first meeting is scheduled for Tuesday February 22 at 6 PM at Town Hall. Megan Duvall from the State Department of Archaeology and Historic Preservation will be at the meeting to provide an overview of her department activities and funding sources for restoration.
New Business
a. Shoreline Master Program Update-Oscar Graham and Pat Bunting, Graham-Bunting Associates.          (Discussed on page 1 after Audience Members)
b. Amendments to Planning Commission By-Laws, Terms of Office and alternate student appointment.
Town Planner Cisar reviewed the proposed amendments to the By-Laws under Article II (4).which reads: Terms of office.  The terms of office of the Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson shall not exceed two (2) consecutive years, and:

Article IV (.7) which reads:

A student and alternate student position is hereby established for a term of ten (10) consecutive months.  The positions shall be filled by students of the Concrete High School who are at least 16 years of age or older.  The positions may be filled based on recommendations from the school faculty and approval by the Town Council. The student or alternate student position will be encouraged to participate at the meeting or hearing to the same extend and same fashion as members of the public.  The student or alternate student position may be seated at the planning commission table but shall not be allowed to cast an advisory vote on issues before the commission. The alternate student position appointee will attend meetings when the student position appointee is not available to attend a regularly scheduled meeting.
Commissioner Requests and Reports:  
Commissioner Legg asked about the Flood Evacuation Plan for residents along the Skagit River. Town Planner Cisar explained he will discuss the plan with Commissioner Dillon later this week
