planning commission meeting
Minutes 
March 8, 2011
Call Meeting to Order:  Chairman Driver called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Roll Call: Chairman Jason Driver, George Theodoratus, Al Fabrick, Doug Gates, Judie Legg, Bruce Newburn, Chris Jansen and Student Representative Drake Jansen.  Commissioners absent: Vice Chairman Don Payne, and Dani Magee.
Vice Chairman Don Payne arrived at 7:01 PM. 
Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the February 1, 2011 minutes was made by Commissioner Gates.  A second to the motion was made by Commissioner Newburn.  The motion carried unanimously.
Audience Members:   None
Old Business

Chairs report:   Chairman Driver explained he had talked to Superintendent Hawkings regarding another student representative for the commission.  Barb indicated it would difficult to have another student participate with all the after school activities the students are involved in.   The commission members present decided not to pursue another student representative at this time. 

Chairman Driver noted Dani Magee had resigned from the commission today and explained applications for the Planning Commission we given to all the members this evening.  Town Planner Cisar indicated they will advertise the opening in the newspaper this week.-
Parks Committee Report: Planner Cisar explained Council Miller and a volunteer group installed 20 beds in the Community Garden.  Chairman Driver indicated he had help with the installation on Sunday. 
Visioning Committee Report:   Town planner Cisar explained he had attached the December and January Minutes for the committee and handed out the February minutes and the March 9 agenda for the committee.

Commissioner Jansen noted the committee is considering designing a Logo and may use designers in Minnesota. He suggested the committee use the Concrete High school students, who have the talent, to design the logo and not go outside the community.  
Planners Update:
Town planner Cisar reviewed the preliminary results of the Envision Skagit 2060 February 8 meeting which was held at the High School Commons.  He reviewed the top vote getters in each of the three categories which included:  (1)   What do you Value Most about Skagit Valley that Needs to be Retained over Time?  (2). What do we need to work harder on in the Future?  What would Improve the Quality of Life for Skagit Residents? , (3) Where should population go? He explained he attended the “Honey I Shrunk the Lots” presentation at the Lincoln Theater in Mount Vernon on February 15.  He noted it was an excellent presentation with a variety of approaches to increasing density with smaller lot sizes. He noted the county staff has scheduled tours of projects in the Seattle area which have reduced lot sizes.  He further explained the Historical Preservation and Landmarks Commission meeting scheduled for February 22 was cancelled due to the weather but has been rescheduled for March 22 at 6 pm.   Megan Duvall from the State Department of Archaeology and Historic Preservation will be at this meeting to provide an overview of her department activities and funding sources for restoration. Town Planner Cisar noted the PSE power house project is underway and a Temporary Use Permit was issued for an Office trailer by the club house on East Main Street.  Fill and grade permits and Environmental checklists are also being prepared for the fill from the tunnel and new power house improvements.
Chairman Driver asked Drake Jansen to report on the results of his survey with fellow high school students regarding what they would like to have in town.
Drake Jansen explained he had talked to some students and their responses to the question were:

1.  Have a Youth activity day

2. Bring back the 4th of July fireworks. 

3. Have more festivals, a carnival and a street dance for the kids.

4. Have a Drug Program for the kids

The commission and Drake discussed the responses and suggested Drake present these to the Town Council.  Town Planner Cisar said he will schedule a presentation by Drake for the March 14, 2011 Town Council meeting under Town Planner report.  The commission also suggested Drake prepare a written survey for the students that they could drop off at a drop box at the school.
New Business
a. Flood Evacuation Route Plan
Town Planner Cisar said he had met with County Commissioner Sharon Dillon after last month’s meeting to discuss a Flood Evacuation Plan.  Commissioner Dillon explained she would have someone from the Public Works department contact him at Town Hall.  The plan would include the Town of Concrete and surrounding county residential areas and subdivisions.  He suggested Commissioner Legg meet with Commission Dillon next Friday at the Resource Center to see if she had any additional information.
b. Lorenzen Creek Relocation Plan
Town Planner Cisar explained he and Alan Wilkins, Public Works Director, will be meeting with Mr. Bob Warinner, of the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife (WDFW) on March 24 to walk the suggested relocation route.  He noted the covenant on the Silo Park property only allows excavations to a depth of 5 feet.  We hope this depth will allow for the relocation as shown on the photograph which was handed out before the meeting.  Commission Theodoratus commented water on the surface of the park may find voids in the soil and create some problems for the relocation plan. 

Commissioner Requests and Reports:  
Chairman Driver requested a Student Report section be added to the Old Business section on the agenda.
Items for Next Meeting:  April 19, 2011
a. Town Planner Cisar noted the next meeting on April, 5 is during Spring Break.  He suggested the meeting be move to the 3rd Tuesday on April 19.  Commission Jansen moved to reschedule the April meeting to April 19.  Commission Legg, seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a unanimous vote.

b. Updates:  Flood Evacuation Plan, Lorenzen Creek relocation plan, PSE Power House Project, Shoreline Master Plan Open House schedule.
Meeting Adjourn:    There being no further business Commissioner Legg moved to adjourn the      meeting.  Commissioner Newburn seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  Chairman Driver adjourned the meeting at 7:58 PM.
