6. New Business Capital Facilities Update
The Capital Facilities Element is Chapter 5 of the Town of Concrete Comprehensive Plan. It was updated to enable the town to apply for various infrastructure grants. Planner Hallberg reviewed the various sections on water, sewer, transportation, parks, town buildings, and the airport. Because public comment on this update will be gathered by the Town Council at a March 12 hearing, commissioner comments were solicited. Two of the comments were:

· Provide a way for renters to be responsible for water utility costs (Don Payne); and

· Sell the upper portion of the Garden Club Park (George Theodoratus) and use the proceeds to help maintain other parks. Reasons cited for selling it are the small size of the park and its lack of visitors. Conversely, the location and potential views make it attractive to development, especially for condo or vacation rental development.

Bruce/Don/Al requested a visit to the Town Wastewater Treatment Plant.
Don Payne discussed an idea for business development in which individuals would work as sub-contractors for aerospace projects. The work could be accomplished in space as small as a single-car garage, according to Don. He proposed a field trip to visit a similar situation in Snohomish County.
