Shoreline Master Program
Oscar Graham gave current status of program undergoing ecology review.

Discussion ensued regarding Lower Baker and Skagit and Lake Shannon which all fall under the Shoreline Master Program. On the afternoon of Jan. 15, Oscar led a site visit to the confluence of the Baker with the Skagit. Attendees included Bruce Newburn, Jason Miller, Judy Fales, George Theodoratus, and Jeroldine Hallberg; agency representatives Phil Kincare, US Forest Service; Dennis Clark, Western State Division of Natural Resources; Betsy Stevenson, Skagit County Planning & Development Services.
