Planning Commission Meeting
December 10, 2015
7:00 p.m. Chairman Newburn called the meeting to order. Chairman Newburn led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Planning Commission Members: Doug Ide, Don Payne, George Theodoratus and Bruce Newburn. 
Staff Present: Town Planner Marianne Manville-Ailles 
 

Audience Members Signed In: Judy Fales. 
Minutes from October 15, 2015: Doug Ide made a motion to approve the minutes. Don Payne seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Announcements:  
· Discussion Fee Comparison: Marianne reported due to prior discussions on fees charged by the town Andrea put together costs for the town as well as other cities for single family homes as well as commercial property construction for comparison.  

Doug asked if Rockport and Marblemount have their own fees. Marianne and George stated that would be the county fees. 

Discussion ensued on some of the commercial cost being higher than the residential. Marianne explained this may be due to some of the impact fees that are charged to residential but not to commercial. 

George asked if there were monthly comparisons for utilities. Marianne stated this may be something that can be developed. 

· Current Planning Commission Member Roster: Marianne handed out an updated roster with names, addresses, phone numbers and term expirations. She requested that if any of this information changes to please let her know. 

Bruce asked if this included the terms for the Chair and Vice Chair positions. Marianne stated those positions are reviewed annually for any necessary changes. 

Marianne also requested that when their term gets ready to expire, to let her know if they are planning to not request term extensions, to let her know as soon as possible so she can have Andrea advertise to avoid any vacancies. 

Bruce asked about the current vacancy and if there has been any response on getting that filled. Marianne stated that she will probably have Andrea re-advertise for this position at the beginning of the next year. 

GMA Update: Review Planning Commission Recommended additions to the Comprehensive Plan: Marianne directed them to the changes she made at their recommendation. She asked if she had incorporated what they were expecting. 
She stated the changes were made in LU611 and LU7.7. 


George stated there may be some other areas that you may need more than limbing for the site visibility issues. Marianne stated the Mayor had already arranged the tree trimming near the Senior Center. Marianne stated further limbing may be limited due to the county owning this property. George stated that he believes the area east of there may need more than just limbing. She stated that she will bring this to the attention of the council. 
Marianne stated the other change is in the Capital Facilities section. She stated in the current version there are 2-3 pages that talk about parks. She stated the Capital Facilities Plan has a parks section that was adopted in 2012 and has been submitted to a certain funding agency and that approval is good until 2018. She stated if we change it now it may hinder funding so she would like to keep it as is until they finish the Parks Element. 

Discussion ensued on parks and recreation plans for Silo Park and funding that has been awarded for the park and ride and spray park projects. 

Discussion also ensued regarding the future plans for the Superior Building site. It was stated a new multi-use facility may be constructed at this site if the current building is demolished. 
Marianne reported that next year they will work to complete the Parks and Recreation and Economic Development Elements and possibly the Transportation Element which will be dependent on funding. 
Next Meeting Date and Time: Marianne stated that she is recommending taking January off so the next meeting would be February 11, 2016. 
Marianne requested meeting start times be changed to 6:30 pm instead of 7:00 pm. Doug stated that he is okay with an earlier time as well. It was the consensus of the commission to change the meeting start times to 6:30 pm. 

Discussion ensued on the trail workshop that was held recently and if results were available yet. Discussion also ensued on other trails throughout the county that are being worked on and the connectivity of these trails being a priority. 
Adjournment: Doug Ide made a motion for adjournment at 7:40 p.m. George Theodoratus made a second the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
